The maximum length of the document (sections A, B and C) must not exceed 4 pages.

Part A. PERSONAL INFORMATION 
ORCID code is an identifier composed of 16 digits that provide researchers with a unique author code that allows them to clearly distinguish their scientific/technical output. This prevents any confusion regarding the authorship of the research activities carried out by different researchers with the same or similar names.

Researcher ID (RID) is a web-based community that makes the publications of participating authors visible. Users receive a stable personal identification number (RID) that can be used for searches in the Web of Science. Users have a profile where they can add their research topics, publications and citations.

You must provide the ORCID code and the WOS or Scopus researcher ID.

A.4. General indicators of quality of scientific output

You must include the table provided by WOS or Scopus with your history of documents and citations in the 2011-2020 period.
