2. Presentacién de solicitudes. Los interesados presentaran la correspondiente solicitud ajustada al modelo normalizado establecido al efecto y dispo-
nible en la pagina web de la UPV y del consorcio emPLANT.

3. Procedimiento.

3-a) Periodo de preinscripcion. El proceso de admision se inicia con la recepcion de las solicitudes. Se realiza una primera revision técnica por la que
se establecen:

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1.OBJETO DE ESTA NORMATIVA

El presente documento tiene por objeto establecer la normativa de reconocimiento y transferencia de créditos apli-
cable en la Universidad Politécnica de Valencia, para los estudios de Grado y Master Universitario, atendiendo a los
criterios y normas basicas fijados en los articulos 6 y 13 del Real Decreto 1393/2007 de 29 de octubre, modificado
por el Real Decreto 861/2010 de 2 de julio, asi como a lo establecido en el Real Decreto 1618/2011, de 11 de no-
viembre, sobre reconocimiento de estudios en el ambito de la Educacién Superior.
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2.LA ORDENACION DE ENSENANZASUNIVERSITARIASEN ESPANA

El Real Decreto 1393/2007 de 29 de octubre de 2007, modificado por el Real Decreto 861/2010 de 2 de julio, por el
gue se que establece la estructura de las ensefianzas universitarias oficiales espafiolas (Grado, Master y Doctora-
do), define los criterios a seguir en lo que a transferencia y reconocimiento de créditos se refiere.

Los criterios generales se establecen en el articulo 6 ¢ Reconocimiento y Transferencia de créditos¢, del citado R.D.,
en los siguientes términos:

1. Con objeto de hacer efectiva la movilidad de estudiantes, tanto dentro del territorio nacional como fuera de él, las universi-
dades elaboraran y haran publica su normativa sobre el sistema de reconocimiento y transferencia de créditos, con sujecion
aloscriterios generales que sobre el particular se establecen en estereal decreto.

Asimismo, podran ser objeto de reconocimiento |os créditos cursados en
otras ensefianzas superiores oficiales o en ensefianzas universitarias conducentes a la obtencion de otros titulos, a los que se
refiere el articulo 34.1 de la Ley Organica 6/2001, de Universidades.

La experiencia laboral y profesional acreditada podra ser también reconocida en forma de créditos que computaran
a efectos de la obtencién de un titulo oficial, siempre que dicha experiencia esté relacionada con las competencias
inherentes a dicho titulo.

1. No obstante lo anterior, los créditos procedentes de titul os propios podran, excepcionalmente, ser objeto de reconocimien-
to en un porcentaje superior al sefialado en el parrafo anterior o, en su caso, ser objeto de reconocimientos en su totalidad
siempre que el correspondiente titulo propio haya sido extinguido y sustituido por un titulo oficial. A tal efecto, en la memo-

1. Entodo caso, las universidades deberan incluir y justificar en la memoria de los planes de estudios que presenten a verifica-
cién los criterios de reconocimiento de créditos a que serefiere este articulo.

1. Latransferencia de créditos implica que, en los documentos académicos oficiales acreditativos de las ensefianzas seguidas
por cada estudiante, seincluiran la totalidad de los créditos obtenidos en ensefianzas oficial es cursadas con anterioridad, en
la misma u otra universidad, que no hayan conducido a la obtencion de un titulo oficial.

1. Todos los créditos obtenidos por €l estudiante en ensefianzas oficiales cursados en cualquier universidad, los transferidos,
los reconocidosy los superados para la obtencidn del correspondiente titulo, serén incluidos en su expediente académico y
reflejados en el Suplemento Europeo al Titulo, regulado en el real decreto 1044/2003 de 1 de agosto, por € que se establece
€l procedimiento para la expedicion por las universidades del Suplemento Europeo al Titulo.

Por otra parte, el articulo 13 ¢ Reconocimiento de créditos en las ensefianzas de Grado¢, del citado R.D., establece
las reglas basicas por las cuales las universidades han de llevar a cabo el reconocimiento de créditos en las titulacio-
nes de Grado, indicando que, ademas de lo ya sefialado en el articulo 6, se tendra en cuenta lo siguiente:

¢l reconocimiento de créditos correspondientes sera de un 75 por 100.

En cuanto a la equivalencia de créditos, se debera velar por la identidad en el nimero de créditos efectivamente cur-
sados y el nimero de créditos reconocidos. En caso de que el nimero de créditos cursados sea inferior al nimero
de créditos reconocidos se requerira un informe razonado de la Comision Académica del titulo que avale la propues-
ta.

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3.3.Limitaciones al reconocimiento por ensefianzas universitarias no oficiales o por expe-

riencialaboral y profesional acreditada

En el caso de los créditos reconocidos por haber cursado ensefianzas universitarias no oficiales, o los reconocidos a
partir de la experiencia profesional o laboral acreditada, el nUmero de créditos reconocidos en conjunto, no podra ser
superior al 15 por ciento del total de créditos que constituyan el plan de estudios. El reconocimiento de estos créditos
no incorporara calificacion de los mismos por lo que no computaran a efectos de baremacion del expediente.

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3.5.NUmero minimo de créditos a cur sar

La obtencion de un titulo de Grado o Master Universitario por la UPV requerira la superacién en dicho titulo de un
ndmero minimo de créditos, excluido el Trabajo Fin de Grado o de Master, igual al mayor de 30 ECTS o el 25% de la
totalidad de los créditos de la titulacion.

Se exceptuan del cumplimiento del requisito sefialado en el parrafo anterior:

Podran exceptuarse del requisito sefialado en el primer péarrafo los estudiantes admitidos por continuacién de estu-
dios, por acuerdo del érgano competente para el reconocimiento de créditos, a propuesta de la Comision Académica
del grado que pretenden cursar.
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4.CRITERIOS ESPECIFICOS PARA EL RECONOCIMIENTO DE CREDITOSEN

LOSTITULOSDE GRADO

1. Créditos obtenidos en materias de formacion basica

El reconocimiento efectivo de los créditos de formacion basica obtenidos en la titulacién de origen por los de forma-

De igual forma, los créditos de formacién basica obtenidos en la titulacién de origen indicados en el apartado b) del
articulo 13 del R.D. 1393/2007 (formacion bésica superada en titulaciones pertenecientes a distintas ramas de cono-
cimiento) seran objeto de reconocimiento por créditos de formacion bésica de la titulacion de destino, siempre que
dicha formacion bésica esté contemplada en el plan de estudios correspondiente.

Los créditos correspondientes a formacion basica superada en la titulacion de origen, que no cumplan las condicio-
nes anteriormente sefialadas, podran ser reconocidos conforme se determina en el apartado 3.1.
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4.2.Participacion en actividades universitarias culturales, deportivas, de representacion
estudiantil, solidariasy de cooperacion contempladasen el articulo 12.8 del Real Decreto

1393/2007

Podran ser objeto de reconocimiento académico por la realizacién de estas actividades un méaximo de 6 créditos del
total del plan de estudios cursado.

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4.3.Estudios en Ensefianzas Superiores

Podran ser objeto de reconocimiento los créditos cursados en otras Ensefianzas Superiores oficiales en centros es-
pafioles o extranjeros, siempre que quede acreditado que los contenidos de la formacién superada y la carga lectiva
de la misma sea equivalente a aquella para la que se solicita el reconocimiento, conforme a los criterios sefialados
en el apartado 3.1.

De acuerdo al Real Decreto 1618/2011, de 14 de noviembre, sobre reconocimiento de estudios en el &mbito de la
Educacion Superior, podran ser objeto de reconocimiento los estudios que conduzcan a la obtencion de los siguien-
tes titulos oficiales espafioles de educacion superior: Graduado en Ensefianzas Artisticas, Técnico Superior de Artes
Plasticas y Disefio, Técnico Superior de Formacion Profesional y Técnico Deportivo Superior.

Con caréacter general, Gnicamente podran ser objeto de reconocimiento las ensefianzas completas que conduzcan a
los titulos oficiales con validez en todo el territorio espafiol enumerados en el apartado anterior. No obstante, podran
ser objeto de reconocimiento los periodos de estudios superados conducentes a titulaciones oficiales espafiolas de
ensefianzas universitarias o artisticas de grado y los cursos de especializacién referidos a un titulo oficial de Técni-
co Superior de Formacién Profesional o de Técnico Deportivo Superior de Ensefianzas Deportivas, siempre que se
acrediten oficialmente en créditos ECTS.
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4.4.Experiencialaboral y profesional acreditada

Podran ser reconocidos créditos por la experiencia profesional y laboral acreditada, siempre que esté relacionada
con las competencias inherentes al titulo correspondiente.

El reconocimiento por este apartado debera realizarse, con caracter general, respecto de los créditos del plan de es-
tudios correspondientes a practicas externas, integrados en las correspondientes materias.

Podran ser reconocidos los créditos superados anteriormente en estudios de Master Universitario espafiol, u otro del
mismo nivel expedido por una institucion de educacion superior del Espacio Europeo de Educacion Superior, siem-
pre que estos resulten coincidentes con los contenidos, carga lectiva y competencias previstas en el Master en que
se encuentre matriculado el solicitante.

A estos efectos resultan de aplicacion los criterios de equivalencia sefialados en el punto 3.1.c).
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5.2.Estudios cursados en instituciones de educacién superior, ajenas al EEES, equivalen-

tesalos estudios de M aster Universitario espafiol

Podran obtener reconocimiento de créditos los titulados conforme a sistemas educativos ajenos al Espacio Europeo
de Educacién Superior, cuyo titulo haya sido objeto de homologacion por el correspondiente titulo espafiol de Master
Universitario.

De igual forma podran obtener reconocimiento de créditos sin necesidad de homologar su titulo, quienes hayan ac-
cedido a los estudios de Méaster Universitario en la UPV, previa autorizacion para ello conforme a lo establecido en el
articulo 16.2 del Real Decreto 1393/2007 de 29 de octubre, modificado por el Real Decreto 861/2010 de 2 de julio, y
acrediten haber superado en el pais correspondiente estudios con nivel equivalente al de Master Universitario espa-
fiol.

Podran ser igualmente objeto de reconocimiento los créditos obtenidos en estudios de solo primer ciclo cuando se
acredite que dichos créditos corresponden a asignaturas que hayan sido a su vez objeto de reconocimiento por las
asignaturas de segundo ciclo indicadas en el parrafo anterior o sobre las que exista una regla positiva de reconoci-
miento en la UPV.

De igual forma podran reconocerse créditos a titulados con estudios espafioles, o extranjeros con estudios equiva-
lentes a 1° y 2° ciclo, cuando se evidencie la equivalencia entre los contenidos y carga lectiva de las asignaturas su-
peradas en dichos estudios y las del Master correspondiente, conforme a los criterios sefialados en punto 3.1.c).

Sin perjuicio de lo indicado en el apartado 3.2, en el supuesto de titulos propios de la UPV cursados en un centro de
ensefianza superior extranjero en base a un convenio suscrito entre la UPV y el citado centro, podran ser reconoci-
dos los créditos que resulten procedentes, teniendo en cuenta lo establecido al respecto en el convenio, que nece-
sariamente se ajustard a los criterios generales fijados en la UPV, y atendiendo igualmente al informe que al respec-
to efectlie la Comision Académica del Master correspondiente, y en los términos y con la limitacion que establezca la
legislacion vigente.
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5.5.Experiencialaboral y profesional

Sin perjuicio de lo indicado en el apartado 3.3, excepcionalmente, las Comisiones Académicas de Master, podran
proponer el reconocimiento de créditos por experiencia laboral o profesional, atendiendo a la singularidad de la acti-
vidad profesional acreditada por el solicitante y su relacién con las materias concretas para las que se solicite reco-
nocimiento.

La solicitud de reconocimiento de créditos sera efectiva en el momento en que se aporte la documentacién sefialada

En el caso de que el interesado no aporte la documentacién requerida en el plazo sefialado
al efecto, se consideraréa desistido de su solicitud.
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6.2.Documentacion

1. Reconocimiento de estudios universitarios esparioles

En el caso de solicitantes con estudios superiores espafoles que incluyan materias, asignaturas, actividades u otra
formacion para la que se solicite reconocimiento, deberan aportar, en el momento de presentar la solicitud, progra-
mas o guias docentes de las mismas.

Adicionalmente, el interesado aportara certificacion académica oficial, en la que conste la denominacion de las mate-
rias, asignaturas y créditos de las mismas, curso académico y convocatoria en que se superaron, asi como las califi-
caciones obtenidas. En su caso, Suplemento Europeo al Titulo.

No sera necesario aportar ninguna documentacion cuando el reconocimiento se refiera a estudios cursados en la
Universitat Politecnica de Valéncia.
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6.2.2Reconocimiento de estudios extranjer os

En el caso de estudios cursados en centros extranjeros de educacion superior de paises que no sean de la Unién
Europea, la documentacién a aportar sera la sefialada en el apartado 6.2.1 (programas o guias docentes de asigna-
turas y certificacién académica oficial), que deberéa presentarse debidamente legalizada, traducida al espafiol por tra-
ductor jurado, y ser original, 0 en su caso aportar copia de la misma para su cotejo.

En el caso de estudios cursados en centros extranjeros de educacion superior de paises de la Unién Europea, la do-
cumentacion a aportar seré la misma que en el caso anterior, a excepcion del requisito de la legalizacién que no se-
ré necesario.

La traduccion sefialada en los parrafos anteriores no sera requerida cuando los documentos originales estén expedi-
dos en idioma inglés. Podra, asimismo, no requerirse la traduccién de documentos expedidos en otras lenguas cuan-
do, a criterio de la unidad tramitadora, resulte posible la valoracion de su contenido en la lengua original.
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6.2.3Reconocimiento de experiencia profesional y laboral

profesional parala que se solicita reconocimiento de créditos, y el periodo de tiempo de la misma, que necesariamente ha de
ser coincidente con |o reflgjado en el informe de vida laboral anteriormente indicado.
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6.2.4Reconocimiento de ensefianzas univer sitarias no oficiales y ensefianzas superior es

La acreditacién de la superacion de estudios correspondientes a ensefianzas universitarias no oficiales, se efectuara
mediante la aportacién de la certificacion académica expedida por el 6rgano competente de la universidad en que se
cursaron, y en su caso el correspondiente titulo propio.

La acreditacién de la superacion de estudios en ensefianzas superiores se acreditara mediante la aportacién del co-
rrespondiente titulo (o resguardo de solicitud del mismo) y certificacion académica oficial.
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6.3.Resolucion de las solicitudes de reconocimiento de créditos.

Las solicitudes de reconocimiento de créditos seran resueltas por la Comisién Académica de la UPV u 6rgano en
que delegue, una vez valoradas las propuestas remitidas por la Comisién Académica de titulo correspondiente.

Dichas propuestas, contaran a su vez con el informe emitido al respecto por el profesorado responsable de la impar-
ticion de la correspondiente materia/asignatura de la titulacion.

La resolucion de reconocimiento de créditos contendra la totalidad de médulos, materias, asignaturas, u otras activi-
dades formativas cuyos créditos corresponda reconocer al solicitante, y la argumentacion, en su caso, de aquellos
gue no proceda reconocer.
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6.4.Plazo y medio de notificacion de la resolucion

Las resoluciones de reconocimientos de créditos seran notificadas a los interesados en un plazo maximo de tres me-
ses contado desde el dia siguiente a la finalizacién del correspondiente plazo de presentacion de solicitudes.

En el caso de que el reconocimiento de créditos lo sea por varias
asignaturas de origen, la calificacion a otorgar en la UPV serd la calificacion media ponderada de las calificaciones
consideradas en funcion de los créditos de estas.

Una vez incorporadas al expediente académico, estas calificaciones seran consideradas para la obtencion de la cali-
ficacion media del mismo, a excepcién de los créditos reconocidos por actividades universitarias, experiencia laboral
o profesional, o por ensefianzas universitarias no oficiales, que seran incorporados sin calificacion al expediente del
interesado, segun sefiala el articulo 6.3 del Real Decreto 1393/2007 de 29 de octubre, modificado por el Real Decre-
to 861/2010 de 2 de julio.
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6.6.Reglas de reconocimiento de créditos

Los estudiantes de nuevo ingreso en una titulacion, deberan indicar, en su caso, cuando formalicen su matricula,
los créditos obtenidos en las ensefianzas universitarias oficiales que han cursado con anterioridad, a efectos de que
pueda llevarse a cabo la transferencia de créditos.

Los miembros de la Junta Ejecutiva (JE), la Secretaria, los Comités Permanentes y los asociados
pueden decidir reunirse una vez cada dos afios para debatir sobre el proyecto y establecer una red
de contactos.

5.2. Junta Ejecutiva

5.2.1. Representantes

La Junta Ejecutiva consistira en un representante de cada Parte, el Coordinador y un representante
estudiantil en una funcién asesora (en lo sucesivo, "Representantes"). Los representantes de cada
Parte seran los Coordinadores Maestros. Se considerara que cada Representante esta debidamente
autorizado para deliberar, negociar y decidir sobre todos los asuntos enumerados en la Seccién 5.2.3
Decision de la Junta Ejecutiva de este Acuerdo de Consorcio.

5.2.2.2. Convocatoria de reuniones

5.2.2.6. Reuniones virtuales

telecomunicacion.

5.2.2.7. Reglas de votaciones y quorum
La Junta Ejecutiva no decidira validamente a menos que dos tercios (2/3) de sus Representantes con
derecho a voto estén presentes o representados (quérum). Esto corresponde a 4 de 6
Representantes.

Cada Representante except el Representante Estudiantil tendra un voto.

Las partes incumplidoras no pueden votar.
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Las decisiones se tomaran por mayoria simple de los votos emitidos. En caso de igual nimero de
votos, el voto del Coordinador cuenta el doble.

- Identificacién de una infracciéon por una Parte de sus obligaciones en virtud del presente

de Consorcio En el caso de tareas abolidas como resultado de una decisiéon de la Junta
Ejecutiva, los Representantes deberan reorganizar las tareas de las Partes interesadas. Tal
reordenamiento tomara en consideracion los compromisos legitimos asumidos antes de
dichas decisions y que no puedan cancelarse.

5.2.4. Actas de las reuniones

El Coordinador debera presentar actas por escrito de cada reunién, que sera el registro formal de
todas las decisiones tomadas. Las actas preliminares se enviaran a todas las Partes dentro de los 5
dias habiles posteriores a la reunién.

Las actas se consideraran aceptadas si, dentro de los 5 dias posteriores al envio, ninguna Parte ha
enviado una objecién por escrito al Coordinador con respecto a la precision del borrador de las actas.
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5.3. Secretaria

El Coordinador sera el intermediario entre las Partes y la Autoridad de Financiamiento y realizard
todas las tareas que se le asignen tal como se describen en el Acuerdo de Subvencion y en este
Acuerdo de Consorcio. El Coordinador estara asistido por un Gerente de Programa.

En particular, el Coordinador serd responsable de:
- supervisar el cumplimiento por las Partes de sus obligaciones

- recopilar, revisar y enviar informacion sobre el progreso del proyecto y los informes y otros
resultados (incluidos los estados financieros y la certificacion relacionada) a la autoridad de
financiacién

- preparar las reuniones de la JE, proponer decisiones y preparar el orden del dia de las
reuniones de la Junta Ejecutiva, presidir las reuniones, preparar las actas de las reuniones y
supervisar la aplicacidn de las decisiones adoptadas en las reuniones

- transmitir rdpidamente documentos e informacion relacionados con el Proyecto,

- administrar la contribucién financiera de la Autoridad de Financiamiento y cumpliendo con
las tareas financieras descritas en la Seccién 18.10 Pagos

- si una o mas de las Partes se retrasa en la presentacion de cualquier entregable del
proyecto, el Coordinador puede sin embargo presentar los entregables del proyecto de las
otras partes y todos los demas documentos requeridos por el Acuerdo de la Subvencién a la
Autoridad de Financiamiento a tiempo.

El Coordinador no tendra derecho a actuar ni a hacer declaraciones legalmente vinculantes en
nombre de ninguna otra Parte o del consorcio, a menos que se establezca explicitamente lo contrario
en el Acuerdo de subvencidén o en este Acuerdo de consorcio.

El Gerente del Programa estara a cargo de la administracion operacional diaria del programa. Sus
tareas incluyen, pero no estan limitadas a:

- Reclutamiento de estudiantes

- Gestion del consorcio

- Diseminacion

- Informes a la Autoridad Financiadora

- Gestidn de becas

- Tratar con las solicitudes y quejas de los estudiantes

- Organizacién de las actividades comunes del Programa (Semana de introduccién conjunta,
Campamento de mejora de verano, Ceremonia de diploma y Conferencia final), etc.

5.4. Comisiones permanentes
La junta Ejecutiva esta asesorada por cinco comisiones:
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- Comisién de Asuntos Académicos y Cientificos, Calidad y Diploma

- Comision de Reclutamiento de Estudiantes, Comunicacion y Difusion

- Comision de Empleabilidad, asesoramiento profesional y relaciones entre empresas vy
universidades

- Comision de Finanzas, Sostenibilidad y Recaudacién de Fondos,

- Comisidn de Asuntos y Servicios Estudiantiles

Cada Comisién esta presidido por uno de los 5 Representantes de los 5 Miembros del Consorcio.
Cada presidente forma su comisién con un cierto nimero de expertos externos (minimo 3) e internos
al consorcio (personal de las universidades del consorcio) que son competentes en el tema tratado
por el comité. La Junta Ejecutiva tiene derecho a rechazar a un miembro de un comité.

- Estos comités son comités asesores. Tienen una opinién consultiva y, por lo tanto, no toman
decisiones. Ellos no tienen el derecho de votar.

La Junta Ejecutiva podra solicitar a los comités aclaraciones, opiniones o consejos
sobre temas especificos. El trabajo de las comisiones se realiza principalmente por correo
electrénico y teléfono.

5.5. Socios (fuera del consorcio)

Los estudiantes asistiran a cada institucion de acogida por un afio académico completo. Los mdodulos
de ensefianza se daran entre mediados de agosto y mediados de julio de cada afio. Un afio
académico se divide en dos semestres. Aunque los horarios del semestre difieren ligeramente en
cada Parte, se hard todo lo posible para garantizar que los estudiantes que asisten al Programa en
diferentes lugares tengan un tiempo de vacaciones adecuado entre los dos afios académicos.

7. Evaluacidn interna y externa

La calidad académica, la calidad del servicio estudiantil y la empleabilidad se evaluaran
semestralmente a través de cuestionarios (ver ejemplo de cuestionario de evaluacién del European
Plant Breeding College http://bit.ly/2kOh3Hh) y se enfocardn en parametros indicados a
continuacién. Se realizard una auditoria externa sobre la gestion del programa después de cada
admision. Se llevaran a cabo evaluaciones externas por parte de las respectivas Autoridades
Nacionales de Evaluacion de la Educacidn Superior (solicitud de prdrroga de la acreditacidon de los
programas de Maestria en los casos que corresponda).

Si los maestros plantean inquietudes durante el semestre, pueden ser enviados al Coordinador. Las
preocupaciones menores por parte de los estudiantes podran discutirse directamente con el docente
/ personal administrativo y mientras que las principales inquietudes pueden ser comunicadas al
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Consorcio a través del representante de los estudiantes que participard en la Junta Ejecutiva y que
puede contactar al Coordinador del programa directamente.

Las siguientes evaluaciones se llevaran a cabo:

- Evaluacion académica: calidad de cada curso, calidad de cada profesor, calidad de los
métodos de ensefianza, resultados académicos de los alumnos, autoevaluacidn por parte del
alumno

- Evaluacidn del servicio estudiantil: seguro, alojamiento, inscripcion, servicio / informacion
previa a la llegada, paquete de bienvenida, instalaciones para estudiantes, vida en el campus,
apoyo administrativo (diploma de emisién, etc.)

- Evaluacion de la empleabilidad: pertinencia de las pasantias, coeficiente de empleabilidad,
pertinencia de la capacitacion para la industria semillera, pertinencia de la capacitacion para
la investigacién

- Auditoria externa: gestion financiera del proyecto

- Evaluacién de la actividad de reclutamiento de estudiantes: Eficacia de las acciones de
reclutamiento de estudiantes (métodos web, ferias de reclutamiento de estudiantes, etc.),
paises, socios locales

La evaluacién operacional de emPLANT sera realizada por la Secretaria (ver gobierno descrito en el
capitulo 5.3). Los resultados seran analizados por las Comisiones Permanentes de la Junta Ejecutiva y
los puntos de contacto de la calidad, los coordinadores de los cursos, los coordinadores
administrativos de cada socio del consorcio. La JE formulard recomendaciones y un plan de accidn a
nivel de programa. Las evaluaciones a nivel universitario con todos los coordinadores de mdédulos y el
coordinador de emPLANT se llevaran a cabo y se integraran completamente en el proceso de
evaluacion de emPLANT para mejorar aun mas el programa y aumentar su excelencia.

8. Contribuciones por parte

La contribucion de cada socio a la implementacion del programa sera:

- Horas del personal / facultad para la ensefianza y el apoyo administrativo, la gestion de
proyectos y la participacién en la gobernanza del programa

- Contribucién a las acciones de reclutamiento de estudiantes (participacién en ferias de
reclutamiento de estudiantes, distribucién de material, costos de viaje, etc.)

- Contribucidon a la difusion y acciones de antiguos alumnos (implementacién de redes de
antiguos alumnos, difusidn del programa de Master, testimonios, etc.)

- Contribucién a los costos de viaje para reuniones de EB

- La contribucién a la financiacién del Campamento de mejora de verano y la Ceremonia final
de conferencia / diploma obtenida de las empresas asociadas
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El JE se reunird al menos dos veces al afio en persona para decidir sobre la seleccién de los
estudiantes, coordinar la implementacién académica, seleccionar los conferenciantes invitados,
controlar los datos financieros, decidir sobre las cuestiones administrativas presentadas por la
Secretaria de emPLANT y validar los resultados de las defensas de la tesis.

La Secretaria de emPLANT organizara al menos 2 videoconferencias con los Puntos administrativos
de contacto en cada organizacién miembro para revisar los resultados financieros y administrativos
del periodo anterior y para adaptar el plan de marketing y reclutamiento.Los canales de
comunicacion son correo electrdénico, teléfono, skype, videoconferencia y contacto cara a cara.

9. Plan de sostenibilidad

El objetivo de emPLANT es lograr la sostenibilidad financiera una vez finalizado el financiamiento de
5 afios Erasmus-Mundus. Por lo tanto, el trabajo sobre la sostenibilidad del programa se iniciara
inmediatamente en el afio preparatorio. Varias compafiias y asociaciones se han comprometido a
participar en el comité de sostenibilidad. El comité de sostenibilidad trabajarad para obtener fondos
de la compaiiia para cubrir los costos de participacion de los estudiantes de la entrada 4. Un segundo
grupo de trabajo dentro del comité de sostenibilidad elaborard una lista de subvenciones no
comunitarias elegibles que los estudiantes pueden solicitar para cubrir sus costos de vida ( por
ejemplo, becas en el pais de origen, Embassy Grants, Bourse Eiffel, becas de organizaciones
internacionales (ONU, UNESCO, etc.), etc.).

Los socios del consorcio estdan muy comprometidos con la sostenibilidad del programa y con el
objetivo de obtener 14 subvenciones de la empresa durante dos afios a partir de la entrada 5 (6 LAS,
2 UPV, 2 EgeU, 2 SLU, 2 UH)

10. Promocion/Sensibilizacion/ reclutamiento de estudiantes

Las actividades de promocion de emPLANT seran coordinadas y conducidas principalmente por la
Secretaria. La estrategia de promocion sera revisada anualmente por la Junta Ejecutiva y mejorada
por la Comision 2: Reclutamiento de Estudiantes, Comunicacién y Difusidén. La nueva estrategia serd
validada por la Junta Ejecutiva e implementada por la Secretaria. Los miembros de la Junta Ejecutiva
y los expertos externos participaran en la activaciéon de sus redes privadas con respecto a las
actividades de promocién y difusion.

El sitio web de emPLANT es una herramienta importante para el reclutamiento y diseminacion de
informacién de los estudiantes en emPLANT. El sitio web estd disefiado para cumplir con las
directrices de EACEA.

Todos los socios se comprometen a utilizar el logotipo de emPLANT en publicaciones relacionadas
con emPLANT, asi como el logotipo del programa Erasmus +.

La Secretaria de emPLANT administra el programa de becas Erasmus + EMJMD. Los estudiantes que
hayan obtenido una beca Erasmus + EMJMD recibiran:

11.1. Contribucion a los costs de viaje:

Se pagard por parte del Coordinador en dos cuotas iguales: la primera al registrarse en la universidad
Afiol (al comienzo del primer semestre), y la segunda al registrarse en la universidad Afio2 (al inicio
del tercer semestre).

La contribucién a los costes de viaje esta disefiada para cubrir los gastos relacionados con la
movilidad obligatoria de cada becario individual (es decir, viaje de regreso desde su pais de origen y
todos los demas gastos de viaje necesarios para llevar a cabo el Master emPLANT). En caso de que
los costos de viaje de un becario excedan los montos establecidos, el becario debe cubrir la
diferencia.

Siguiendo las reglas del programa EMJMD, el monto pagado al estudiante por el afio 2 no sera
reclamado en caso de que el estudiante abandone o sea expulsado después del tercer semestre y
antes de la graduacion.

La ciudad de residencia considerada es la definida y probada por el estudiante durante el proceso de
solicitud. El estudiante enviard todas las tarjetas de embarque originales, boletos, facturas, cargos de
tarifas, etc. a la Universidad Anfitriona y se enviaran al Coordinador.

11.2. Contribution to participation costs
El consorcio emPLANT cobrard anualmente de los fondos recibidos de la Comisiéon Europea un monto
de 9'000 € para los estudiantes de pais socio y de 4'500 € para los estudiantes de pais del programa
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para cubrir los costos de participacion de los beneficiarios de EMJMD. Por lo tanto, este monto no se
transferira al becario.

11.3. Subsidio de subsistencia mensual

Se abonard al becario una cantidad mensual bdasica de 1'000 € / mes durante un maximo de 24
meses. Los pagos se realizaran de forma sistematica en EUROS a una cuenta bancaria europea cuyo
titular de la cuenta debe ser el becario.

El pago del subsidio de subsistencia correspondera al tiempo efectivo de la estancia, durante el cual
el becario emprendera sus actividades académicas. La asignacion mensual solo se puede pagar a
partir del mes de llegada del estudiante en la primera universidad anfitriona (ANO1) y después de la
inscripcion formal al curso. El pago se suspendera de inmediato en caso de interrupcidn del curso por
parte del alumno. Si la ausencia no se justifica de manera satisfactoria dentro de los 10 dias, el
alumno sera excluido del programa.

Si los estudiantes deciden unirse voluntariamente al programa en una etapa anterior, entonces este
periodo no se debe considerar como parte de la duracién del curso de EMJMD. Esta regla también se
aplica a casos de llegadas tardias de estudiantes al curso.

Los pagos regulares de becas al estudiante pueden suspenderse si el estudiante es expulsado o
liberado del curso, bloqueado a la entrada en el pais por las autoridades nacionales, o abandona el
curso bajo demanda propia.

El subsidio de vida mensual cubre cada mes completo de la movilidad otorgada. Si una parte de un
mes es mas de 15 dias, se debe pagar un mes completo (por ejemplo, para el master de 24 meses, si
la duracién de la estancia del estudiante es de 23 meses y 15 dias, solo se deben pagar 23
mensualidades). Por otro lado, si la duracion es de 23 meses y 16 dias, se deben pagar 24
mensualidades.

Los estudiantes que desean pasar tiempo de estudio en un pais asociado, por ejemplo: para hacer
una tesis de maestria o pasantia, solo un maximo de 3 meses estard cubierto por la asignacion
mensual. El subsidio mensual de vida no cubrird los periodos en que el estudiante se encuentre en su
pais de residencia.

11.4. Contribucion a los costes de instalacion

La contribucidn a los costes de instalacién (1'000 €) se ofrece solo a los becarios residentes en un pais
socio (ver figura 3) y es un pago Unico en el primer afo. Es un incentivo para ayudar a cubrir los
costos adicionales relacionados con la emision de visas, permisos de residencia, etc., asi como las
necesidades de alojamiento temporal al llegar al primer socio universitario anfitrién y la movilidad
posterior.

11.5. Transferencias de dinero

Todos los pagos se realizaran mediante transferencia directa a una cuenta bancaria europea
especificada por el destinatario de la beca y de conformidad con las normas establecidas por el
programa Erasmus + EMJMD. Inmediatamente después de llegar a la institucién el primer afio, el
destinatario debe abrir una cuenta bancaria europea y enviar los detalles de la cuenta (incluido el
numero IBAN) a la Secretaria utilizando el formulario de cuenta bancaria proporcionado.
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En caso de que el estudiante decida cambiar su cuenta bancaria (por ejemplo, como resultado de
mudarse a una ciudad diferente para el segundo afio de maestria), debera proporcionar el formulario
de cuenta bancaria correspondiente a la Secretaria de emPLANT.

La beca solo se otorga después de que el estudiante haya firmado el acuerdo del estudiante y
después de la inscripcién oficial del estudiante en la institucién anfitriona del primer afio. Para
transferir a los becarios, los pagos de becas individuales centralizados por el coordinador (es decir,
costos de viaje, costos de instalacion, asignaciones de vivienda mensuales), los Socios de alojamiento
deben enviar al Coordinador los siguientes documentos (copias escaneadas) tan pronto como el
becario llega a la universidad de alojamiento:

¢ Tarjetas de embarque y otros documentos de viaje

¢ Prueba de inscripcidn

e Certificado de llegada firmado por el coordinador emPLANT local y el
estudiante

¢ Acuerdo del estudiante firmado por el concesionario

e Cuenta bancaria europea del estudiante donde se transferirdn los fondos
(documento oficial emitido por el banco, indicando claramente los detalles de la
cuenta bancaria y el nombre del titular de la cuenta)

12. Solicitudes de los estudiantes, seleccion y criterios de admission

emPLANT implementara un procedimiento conjunto de solicitud, seleccidn y admisidn de estudiantes
transparente y objetivo de acuerdo con los siguientes principios acordados por todos los socios del
consorcio. El procedimiento cumplira con los requisitos y recomendaciones para la seleccién de
estudiantes y la gestion de becas https://eacea.ec.europa.eu/sites/eacea-
site/files/student_selection_scholarship_management-final.pdf.

12.1. Procedimiento de solicidud
Para cada curso académico se abrirdan dos convocatorias:

- La primera convocatoria se publicard en otofio para el siguiente afio académico y se cerrara en
enero (un minimo de 3 meses abiertos). Durante esta primera convocatoria, todos los solicitantes de
emPLANT solicitan la beca Erasmus Mundus.

- La segunda convocatoria se publicara en febrero durante al menos 1 mes. La Junta Ejecutiva decide
cada afio de la duracidn de esa segunda convocatoria. Durante esta segunda convocatoria, los
solicitantes de emPLANT ya no pueden postularse para la beca Erasmus Mundus.

Tanto los becarios como los solicitantes autofinanciados tienen que enviar su solicitud a través del
mismo formulario de solicitud en linea disponible en el sitio web del programa.

La informacidén de las convocatorias contendran toda la informacién relevante sobre el programa de
estudio (descripciones de cursos, objetivos de aprendizaje, esquemas de movilidad, universidades
asociadas, requisitos lingliisticos, costos de participacion, detalles del seguro, procedimiento de
solicitud, procedimiento de seleccidn y criterios, calendario / fechas limite, diplomas otorgados,
subvencion y la informacidn de becas, etc.).

12.2. Procedimiento de seleccion
En primer lugar,.la Secretaria de emPLANT analiza todas las aplicaciones y descarta aplicaciones que

no son elegibles.

Los solicitantes no elegibles serdn informados inmediatamente después del registro y se les

proporcionaran los motivos de la inelegibilidad, asi como la informacion sobre el procedimiento de

apelacion.

Los criterios de elegibilidad son:

- Solicitud recibida antes del final de la fecha limite

- Solicitud que contiene todos los elementos solicitados

- Solicitud rellena en idioma inglés

- Titulo de Licenciado en Ciencias (minimo 180 ECTS) en agricultura / agronomia,
biologia, biotecnologia, bioquimica, master en genética, biociencias moleculares o
campos relacionados relevantes (o solicitantes en su ultimo afio de BSc)

- Competencia lingtistica: B2 en inglés (IELTS 6,5, ninguna seccién inferior a 5,5, TOEFL
575 basada en papel, 233 basada en computadora, 90 basada en Internet (20 escrita),
etc.) excepto cuando el inglés es la lengua materna y B1 en espafiol (DELE, ALTE) para

La seleccion y admisidn a emPLANT se basa en el mérito académico. De modo que los solicitantes
gue obtengan al menos 30 de 60 en "competencias académicas" y 50 de 100 en total se clasificaran
de acuerdo con el puntaje total de los miembros del consorcio. Desafortunadamente, otros
solicitantes no serdn considerados y puestos en una "lista no seleccionada".

Las solicitudes de la primera convocatoria se clasificardn de acuerdo con su puntacion total en una
lista de candidatos para becas. Sobre la base de esta lista de clasificacién absoluta, los candidatos
seran separados en dos listas diferentes:

- Pais del programa
- Pais socio (incluidos los solicitantes elegibles para una "ventana geografica" especifica)

La clasificacion para ambas listas contendra una lista principal y una de reserva.

Si la lista principal ya incluye tres estudiantes con la misma nacionalidad, los siguientes estudiantes
con la misma nacionalidad se colocaran en la lista de reserva. El orden de los estudiantes en la lista
de reserva corresponde al orden de los estudiantes en la lista de clasificacidn absoluta.

Los mejores candidatos clasificados de cada lista principal seran seleccionados para una breve
entrevista. Los candidatos seran avisados con al menos 7 dias antes de la fecha y hora de la
entrevista. La entrevista estd diseflada para verificar el nivel de inglés, la motivacién, los
conocimientos y las habilidades de comunicacidn de cada solicitante. Dos universidades diferentes
del Consorcio administran cada entrevista gracias a un procedimiento especifico acordado por todos
los miembros del Consorcio.

Tras las entrevistas, la Junta Ejecutiva selecciona los mejores candidatos de cada lista principal y
coloca a los otros candidatos en la lista de reserva. A los mejores candidatos se les ofrecera un lugar
en el programa emPLANT con una beca Erasmus Mundus.

La Secretaria (después de la discusidon dentro de la EB) puede ofrecer a los primeros estudiantes en la
lista de reserva un lugar en el programa emPLANT como un estudiante autofinanciado, dependiendo
de la cantidad de plazas disponibles en el Programa.
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De acuerdo con sus elecciones expresadas en su aplicacidn y su posiciéon en la clasificacién final, el
consorcio se esforzara por distribuir a los estudiantes de manera uniforme en los dos destinos ANO 1
(LAS, SLU) y los tres destinos ANO 2 (UH, UPV y EgeU) para garantizar la armonizacién distribucién
sobre los miembros del consorcio.

Las solicitudes recibidas de la segunda convocatoria se discuten en una reunién de la Junta Ejecutiva
al final de la convocatoria y la Secretaria se pone en contacto con los solicitantes para saber si son
aceptados para formar parte de emPLANT como estudiantes autofinanciados o si se rechazan.

Todas las listas, las actas de la reunidn de seleccion y una declaracion de conflicto de intereses seran
firmadas por cada miembro del Consorcio. emPLANT promueve la igualdad de oportunidades para
mujeres / hombres y estudiantes con necesidades especiales, por lo que se considerard
cuidadosamente durante la seleccién.

La admisién de estudiantes estd sujeta a la aprobacion de las autoridades pertinentes en las
universidades asociadas.

12.3. Informacion a los candidatos
El proceso de seleccidn para la primera convocatoria se finalizara antes del 30 de marzo.

Los candidatos no seleccionados seran informados tan pronto como sean colocados en esa lista. Los
candidatos de la lista de reserva y los candidatos de la lista principal seran informados después de la
decisién de seleccidén sobre el estado de su solicitud para asegurarse de que puedan estar bien
preparados. A los estudiantes admitidos se les enviara un modelo del acuerdo del estudiante, la guia
del estudiante, el monto de la beca e informacidon sobre los pasos necesarios para validar su
admision (firma del acuerdo del estudiante (incluida la ruta de movilidad sugerida), obtencion de visa
valida y firma del contrato de beca si corresponde) y la fecha limite correspondiente (también para
aceptar la beca EMJMD, si corresponde).

El proceso de seleccidon para la segunda convocatoria se finalizara al final de la convocatoria y cada
solicitante recibira un correo electrénico de la Secretaria para saber si son aceptados o no.

Después de la confirmacidon de su participacion, los estudiantes recibiran toda la informacion
relevante sobre su vivienda, seguro e itinerario de viaje recomendado, asi como la estructura del
programa, contenido de los cursos, resultados de aprendizaje, itinerarios de movilidad, etc. La
Secretaria de emPLANT estara a cargo de la operacién implementacion de informar y asesorar a los
estudiantes y de validar la admision.

Los candidatos de la lista de reserva recibirdn los resultados de la evaluacién de sus solicitudes,
informacién sobre la gestion y el uso de las listas de reserva y el procedimiento para seguir una
apelacion a la decisién de seleccion.

El procedimiento de apelacién consiste en escribir a la Junta Ejecutiva de emPLANT dentro de los 7
dias posteriores a la recepcién de la notificacion del correo de rechazo. El Coordinador de emPLANT
preparara la respuesta que se presentara a la Junta Ejecutiva para su aprobacion. Antes de enviar la
respuesta al investigador, el Coordinador podria consultar con el personal pertinente de EACEA. El
solicitante serd notificado por escrito sobre el resultado de su apelacién dentro de los 14 dias
posteriores a la presentacion de su apelacion.
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13. Seguimiento y evaluacion del rendimiento estudiantil

El rendimiento de los estudiantes se evalla en cada curso. Para aprobar los cursos, el estudiante
debe pasar el examen y otros ejercicios, como informes de literatura y de laboratorio, asi como
presentaciones orales, exdamenes basados en computadora, exdmenes escritos, informes de
practicas, informes de trabajo tutorizados, etc. Estos componentes se calificaran de acuerdo con la
escala de calificacién nacional y la escala de calificacién ECTS y contribuyen a la calificacion final del
curso. El estudiante también debe participar en partes obligatorias de los cursos. El estudiante es
evaluado de acuerdo a los objetivos del curso.

Ademds, es necesaria una presentacidon oral del trabajo ante tres examinadores de nivel de
doctorado. Se debera respetar cualquier regulacién especifica de los Socios que emitan titulos.

Nota: Si un estudiante elige realizar una pasantia de 3 meses durante su tesis de maestria (opcional),
el estudiante tendra 2 supervisores diferentes durante la pasantia: uno de la Parte del afio 1 y una
del Ao 2.

14. Servicios estudiantiles

Los estudiantes de emPLANT pueden usar las instalaciones de sus instituciones anfitrionas y recibiran
apoyo administrativo profesional. Un servicio de asistencia emPLANT estd disponible en todas las
universidades asociadas. Todos los estudiantes participardn en la Semana de Integracion Conjunta, el
Campus de Mejora Conjunta de Verano y la Conferencia y Ceremonia Final de Diploma. Las
oportunidades de pasantias seran proporcionadas por las universidades anfitrionas, la base de datos
EPBC y la busqueda activa por parte de los estudiantes. Los cursos de idiomas en el idioma local
seran proporcionados por cada universidad.

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16. Reclutamiento de académicos y conferenciantes invitados

El Coordinador tiene derecho a recuperar los pagos ya pagados a una Parte incumplidora. El
Coordinador también tiene derecho a retener pagos a una Parte cuando esto sea sugerido o
acordado con la Autoridad de Financiamiento.

18.12. Beneficios

Se pueden generar beneficios durante el proyecto, por ejemplo, con los costes de participacion de un
estudiante autofinanciado. Si se generan beneficios, se reinvertirdn en su totalidad en el proyecto
(para material de comunicacién, beca ...). El uso y distribucién de tal beneficio sera acordado por la

18.13 Déficit
En caso de deficit al final del Proyecto en 2022, cada miembro se compromete a compensar de la
siguente forma:

WHEREAS:

The Parties, having considerable experience in the field concerned, have submitted a proposal for the
Programme to the Education, Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency as part of the Erasmus+ EU
programme for education, training, youth and sport.

The Parties wish to specify or supplement binding commitments among themselves in addition to the
provisions of the specific Grant Agreement signed with the Education, Audiovisual and Culture Executive
Agency (hereinafter “Grant Agreement”). The Parties are aware that this Consortium Agreement is based
upon the DESCA model consortium agreement

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
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1. Purpose

The purpose of this Consortium Agreement is to specify with respect to the Programme the
relationship among the Parties, in particular concerning the organisation of the work between the
Parties, the management and implementation of the Programme and the rights and obligations of the
Parties.

2. Entry into force, duration and termination

2.1. Entry into force
An entity becomes a Party to this Consortium Agreement upon signature of this Consortium
Agreement by a duly authorised representative.

This Consortium Agreement shall have effect from the Effective Date identified at the beginning of this
Consortium Agreement.

2.2. Duration and termination

This Consortium Agreement shall continue in full force and effect until complete fulfilment of all
obligations undertaken by the Parties under the Grant Agreement and under this Consortium
Agreement.

However, this Consortium Agreement or the participation of one or more Parties to it may be
terminated in accordance with the terms of this Consortium Agreement.

If the Grant Agreement

- is not signed by the Funding Authority, or
- isterminated,

or if a Party's participation in the Grant Agreement is terminated, this Consortium Agreement shall
automatically terminate in respect of the affected Party/ies, subject to the provisions surviving the
expiration or termination under Section 2.3 of this Consortium Agreement.

2.3. Survival of rights and obligations

The provisions relating to Access Rights and Confidentiality, for the time period mentioned therein, as
well as for Liability, Applicable law and Settlement of disputes shall survive the expiration or
termination of this Consortium Agreement.

Termination shall not affect any rights or obligations of a Party leaving the Consortium incurred prior
to the date of termination, unless otherwise agreed between the Executive Board and the leaving
Party. This includes the obligation to provide all input, deliverables and documents for the period of
its participation.
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3. Responsibility of Parties

3.1. General Principles

Each Party engages to take part in the efficient implementation of the Project, and to cooperate,
perform and fulfil, promptly and on time, all of its obligations under the Grant Agreement and this
Consortium Agreement as may be reasonably required from it and in a manner of good faith.

Each Party undertakes to notify promptly, in accordance with the governance structure of the Project,
any significant information, fact, problem or delay likely to affect the Project.

Each Party shall promptly provide all information reasonably required by another Party, the Executive
Board or by the Coordinator to carry out its tasks.

Each Party shall take reasonable measures to ensure the accuracy of any information or materials it
supplies to the other Parties.

3.2. Breach

In the event that the Executive Board identifies a breach by a Party of its obligations under this
Consortium Agreement or the Grant Agreement (e.g.: improper implementation of the project), the
Coordinator or, if the Coordinator is in breach of its obligations, the Party appointed by the Executive
Board, will give formal notice to such Party requiring that such breach will be remedied within 30
calendar days.

If such breach is substantial and is not remedied within that period or is not capable of remedy, the
Executive Board may decide to declare the Party to be a Defaulting Party and to decide on the
consequences thereof which may include termination of its participation.

3.3. Involvement of Third Parties

A Party that enters into a subcontract or otherwise involves third parties (including but not limited to
Affiliated Entities) in the Project remains responsible for carrying out its relevant part of the Project
and for such third party’s compliance with the provisions of this Consortium Agreement and of the
Grant Agreement. It has to ensure that the involvement of third parties does not affect the rights and
obligations of the other Parties under this Consortium Agreement and the Grant Agreement.

4. Liabilities towards each other

4.1. No warranties

In respect of any information or materials (incl. Results and Background) supplied by one Party to
another under the Project, no warranty or representation of any kind is made, given or implied as to
the sufficiency or fitness for purpose nor as to the absence of any infringement of any proprietary
rights of third parties.

Therefore,

- the recipient Party shall in all cases be entirely and solely liable for the use to which it puts such
information and materials, and
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- no Party granting Access Rights shall be liable in case of infringement of proprietary rights of a
third party resulting from any other Party (or its Affiliated Entities) exercising its Access Rights.

4.2. Limitations of contractual liability

No Party shall be responsible to any other Party for any indirect or consequential loss or similar damage
such as, but not limited to, loss of profit, loss of revenue or loss of contracts, provided such damage
was not caused by a wilful act or by a breach of confidentiality.

The terms of this Consortium Agreement shall not be construed to amend or limit any Party’s statutory
liability.

4.3. Damage caused to Third Parties

Each Party shall be solely liable for any loss, damage or injury to third parties resulting from the
performance of the said Party’s obligations by it or on its behalf under this Consortium Agreement or
from its use of Results or Background.

4.4. Force Majeure
No Party shall be considered to be in breach of this Consortium Agreement if it is prevented from
fulfilling its obligations under the Consortium Agreement by Force Majeure.

Each Party will notify the Executive Board of any Force Majeure without undue delay. If the
consequences of Force Majeure for the Project are not overcome within 6 weeks after such
notification, the transfer of tasks - if any - shall be decided by the Executive Board.

5. Governance structure

5.1. General structure

The Coordinator is the legal entity acting as the intermediary between the Parties and the Funding
Authority. The Coordinator shall, in addition to its responsibilities as a Party, perform the tasks assigned
to it as described in the Grant Agreement and this Consortium Agreement. The operational work of
the programme will be carried out by the Coordinator who will be assisted by a Programme Manager.
The Executive Board is the decision-making body of the consortium. The Executive Board will be
supported and advised by 5 permanent Committees:

e Academic & Scientific Affairs, Quality Assurance and Diploma Committee,

e Student Recruitment, Communication & Dissemination Committee

e Employability, Professional Advice and Company/University Relations Committee
e Finances, Sustainability & Fundraising Committee,

e Student Affairs and Services Committee

The members of the EB, the Secretariat, the Permanent Committees and the Associated Partners can
decide to meet once every two years to discuss about the project and to network.

5.2. Executive Board

5.2.1. Representatives

The Executive Board shall consist of one representative of each Party, the Coordinator and a student
representative in an advisory role (hereinafter referred to as “Representatives”). The representatives
of each Party shall be the Master Coordinators. The student representative will be elected by his peers
during the integration week, his nomination will last two years if not terminated before by resign of
the student or breach. Each Representative shall be deemed to be duly authorised to deliberate,
negotiate and decide on all matters listed in Section 5.2.3 Decision of the Executive Board of this
Consortium Agreement.

The Coordinator shall chair all meetings of the Executive Board, unless decided otherwise by the
Executive Board.

The Parties agree to abide by all decisions of the Executive Board.

This does not prevent the Parties from submitting a dispute for resolution.
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5.2.2. Operational procedures

5.2.2.1. Representation in Meetings
Any Party :

- should be present or represented at any meeting;
- may appoint a substitute or a proxy to attend and vote at any meeting;
- and shall participate in a cooperative manner in the meetings.

5.2.2.2. Convening meetings
2 ordinary face-to-face Executive Board Meetings will take place per year. Extraordinary Meetings can
be convened by the Coordinator or by the majority of the members of the Executive Board. The dates
for the 2 ordinary Meetings will be determined at least 4 weeks in advance for the first and at least 3
months for the following Meetings.

5.2.2.3. Sending the agenda

The Coordinator shall send to each Party a written original agenda preceding the meeting. The coordinator
ensures that the agenda and other meeting documents are circulated at least 10 days prior to regular
Executive Board meetings.

5.2.2.4. Adding agenda items
Any agenda item requiring a decision by the Parties must be identified as such on the agenda.

Any Party may add an item to the original agenda by written notification to all of the other Parties
preceding the meeting. The notification must be made at least 2 days prior to the meeting.

During a meeting of the Executive Board the Parties present or represented can unanimously agree to
add a new item to the original agenda.

5.2.2.5. Decisions
Any decision may also be taken without a meeting if the Coordinator circulates to all Parties a written
document which is then approved by the defined majority of Representatives (see Section 5.2.3
Decision of the Executive Board of this Consortium Agreement). Such document shall include the
deadline for responses.

5.2.2.6. Virtual Meetings
Meetings of the Executive Board may also be held by teleconference or other telecommunication
means.

5.2.2.7. Voting rules and quorum
The Executive Board shall not deliberate and decide validly unless two-thirds (2/3) of its voting
Representatives are present or represented (quorum). This corresponds to 4 out of 6 Representatives.

Each Representative but the Student Representative shall have one vote.
Defaulting Parties may not vote.

Decisions shall be taken by simple majority of the votes cast. In case of equal number of votes, the
vote of the Coordinator counts double.

5.2.3. Decision of the Executive Board
The following decisions shall be taken by the Executive Board:

- Content of the programme, finances and intellectual property rights

- Proposals for changes to the Grant Agreement to be agreed by the Funding Authority

- Changes to the Consortium Plan

- Composition of the Committees

- Selection of Students

- Withdrawal of a Party from the consortium and the approval of the settlement on the conditions
of the withdrawal

- ldentification of a breach by a Party of its obligations under this Consortium Agreement or the
Grant Agreement

- Declaration of a Party to be a Defaulting Party

- Remedies to be performed by a Defaulting Party

- Termination of a Defaulting Party’s participation in the consortium and measures relating thereto

- Proposal to the Funding Authority for a change of the Coordinator

- Proposal to the Funding Authority for suspension of all or part of the Project

- Proposal to the Funding Authority for termination of the Project and the Consortium Agreement

In the case of abolished tasks as a result of a decision of the Executive Board, the Representatives shall
rearrange the tasks of the Parties concerned. Such rearrangement shall take into consideration the
legitimate commitments taken prior to the decisions, which cannot be cancelled.

5.2.4. Minutes of meetings
The Coordinator shall produce written minutes of each meeting which shall be the formal record of all
decisions taken. Draft minutes shall be sent to all Parties within 5 calendar days of the meeting.

The minutes shall be considered as accepted if, within 5 calendar days from sending, no Party has sent
an objection in writing to the Coordinator with respect to the accuracy of the draft of the minutes.

5.3. Secretariat

The Coordinator shall be the intermediary between the Parties and the Funding Authority and shall
perform all tasks assigned to it as described in the Grant Agreement and in this Consortium Agreement.
The Coordinator shall be assisted by a Programme Manager.

In particular, the Coordinator shall be responsible for:

- monitoring compliance by the Parties with their obligations

- collecting, reviewing and submitting information on the progress of the Project and reports and
other deliverables (including financial statements and related certification) to the Funding
Authority

- preparing the EB meetings, proposing decisions and preparing the agenda of Executive Board
meetings, chairing the meetings, preparing the minutes of the meetings and monitoring the
implementation of decisions taken at meetings

- transmitting promptly documents and information connected with the Project,

- administering the financial contribution of the Funding Authority and fulfilling the financial tasks
described in Section 18.10 Payments

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- if one or more of the Parties is late in submission of any project deliverable, the Coordinator may
nevertheless submit the other parties’ project deliverables and all other documents required by
the Grant Agreement to the Funding Authority in time.

The Coordinator shall not be entitled to act or to make legally binding declarations on behalf of any
other Party or of the consortium, unless explicitly stated otherwise in the Grant Agreement or this
Consortium Agreement.

The Programme Manager shall be in charge of the operational day-to day management of the
programme. His/her tasks include but are not limited to:

- Student Recruitment

- Consortium Management

- Dissemination

- Reporting towards the Funding Authority

- Scholarship Management

- Dealing with student requests and complaints

- Organising the common activities of the Programme (Joint Introductory Week, Joint Summer
Breeding Field Camp, Diploma Ceremony and Final Conference), etc.

5.4. Permanent Committees
5 Committees advise the work of the Executive Board:

- Academic & Scientific Affairs, Quality Assurance and Diploma Committee,

- Student Recruitment, Communication & Dissemination Committee,

- Employability, Professional Advice and Company/University Relations Committee,
- Finances, Sustainability & Fundraising Committee,

- Student Affairs and Services Committee

Each Committee is chaired by one of the 5 Representatives of the 5 Consortium Members. Each
chairman forms its committee with a certain number of external experts (minimum 3) and internal to
the consortium (staff of the consortium universities) who are competent in the subject dealt by the
committee. The Executive Board has the right to refuse a member of a committee.

These committees are advisory committees. They have an advisory opinion and therefore do not take
decisions. They don’t have the right to vote.

The Executive Board shall ask committees to clarify a subject, an opinion or give advices on a specific
topic. The work of the Committees is mostly done by email and telephone.

5.5. Associated partners
The Associated Partners have committed to support emPLANT with different actions according to their
expertise and competencies. They can include but are not limited to:

- disseminating information about the programme and its results
- student recruitment

- providing guest lecturers in the field of their expertise

- providing internships

- participating in the Permanent Committees

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6. Academic Programme

emPLANT is a two year Master Programme of Excellence of 120 ECTS in the field of plant breeding and
is composed of the following elements:

The Joint Integration Week (all emPLANT students together)

The first year of studies at LAS or SLU

The Joint Summer Breeding Field Camp (all emPLANT students together)

The second year of studies at UH, UPV or EgeU

The Final Conference and Diploma Ceremony (all emPLANT students together)

Each student of the Program will study in two of the five Parties in which they obtain 60 ECTS. All

Students will attend each host institution for a full academic year. Taught modules will be delivered

between mid-August and mid-July of each year. One academic year is divided in two semesters.

Although the semester timetables differ slightly in each Party, every effort will be made to ensure that
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students attending the Program at different locations will have adequate vacation time between the
two academic years.

7. Internal and external evaluation

An extensive evaluation of the academic quality, the student service quality and the employability will
be evaluated on a semester basis via questionnaires (see example for evaluation questionnaire of
European Plant Breeding College http://bit.ly/2kOh3Hh) and will focus on the parameters indicated
below. An external audit concerning the programme management will be conducted after each intake.
External evaluations by the respective National Higher Education Evaluation Authorities will be carried
out (request for prolongation of accreditation of the Master programmes where applicable).

Should the teachers raise concerns during the semester, they can be forwarded to the Coordinator.
From student-side minor concerns can be discussed directly with the teacher/administrative staff and
major concerns can be brought to the attention of the Consortium via the student representative who
will participate in the Executive Board and who can contact the programme Coordinator directly.

The following evaluation will be carried out:

- Academic Evaluation: Quality of each course, Quality of every teacher, Quality of the teaching
methods, Academic results of the students, Self-evaluation by the student

- Student Service Evaluation: Insurance, @ Accommodation, Enrolment, Pre-arrival
service/information, Welcome package, Student facilities, Campus life, Administrative support
(issue diploma, etc.)

- Employability Evaluation: Pertinence of the internships, Employability ratio, Pertinence of training
for seed industry, Pertinence of training for research

- External Audit: Financial management of the project

- Evaluation of student recruitment activity: Effectiveness of student recruitment actions (methods
web-based/student recruitment fairs, etc.), countries, local partners

The operational evaluation of emPLANT will be conducted by the Secretariat (see governance
described in chapter 5.3). The results will be analysed by the Permanent Committees of the Executive
Board and the quality assurance contact points, course coordinators, administrative coordinators at
each consortium partner. The EB will then formulate recommendations and an action plan on
Programme level. Evaluations on University level with all module coordinators and the emPLANT
Coordinator will be conducted and fully integrated into the evaluation process of emPLANT to further
improve the programme and increase its excellence.

8. Contribution per partner

Contribution of each partner to the implementation of the programme:

- Staff/faculty hours for teaching and administrative support, project management and for
participation in the governance of the programme

- Contribution to student recruitment actions (participation in student recruitment fairs,
distribution of material, travel costs, etc.)

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- Contribution to dissemination and alumni actions (implementation of alumni networks,
dissemination about the Master programme, testimonies etc.)

- Contribution to travel costs for EB meetings

- Contribution to the funding of Summer Breeding Field Camp and Final Conference/Diploma
Ceremony will be obtained from partner companies

The EB will meet at least twice a year in person to decide on the student selection, coordinate the
academic implementation, select the guest lecturers, control financial data, decide on administrative
questions submitted by the emPLANT Secretariat, and validate the results of the thesis defences.

The emPLANT Secretariat will organise at least 2 video-conferences with the Administrative Contact
Points in each member organisation to review the financial and administrative results of the previous
period and to adapt the marketing and recruitments plan.

Communication channels are email, telephone, skype, video conference and face-to-face contact.

9. Sustainability Plan

The objective of emPLANT is to achieve financial sustainability after the end of the 5-year Erasmus-
Mundus funding. Therefore the work on the sustainability of the programme will be started
immediately in the preparatory year. Several companies and associations have committed to
participate in the sustainability committee. The sustainability committee will work to obtain company
funding to cover the participation costs of the students from intake 4. A second task force within the
sustainability committee will elaborate a list of eligible non-EU grants that students can apply for to
cover their living costs (e.g. scholarships in home country, Embassy Grants, Bourse Eiffel, scholarships
of International Organisations (UNO, UNESCO, etc.), etc.).

The consortium partners are highly committed to the sustainability of the programme and to the
objective of obtaining 14 company grants for two years from intake 5 (6 LAS, 2 UPV, 2 EgeU, 2 SLU, 2
UH).

10. Promotion/Awareness raising/student recruitment

The promotion activities of emPLANT will be coordinated and mainly conducted by the Secretariat.
The promotion strategy will be reviewed annually by the Executive Board and further improved by
Committee 2: Student Recruitment, Communication & Dissemination. The new strategy will be
validated by the Executive Board and implemented by the Secretariat. The members of the Executive
Board as well as the external experts will be involved in activating their private networks with regard
to promotion and dissemination activities.

The emPLANT website is a major tool for student recruitment and dissemination of information on
emPLANT. The website is designed to comply with the guidelines of the EACEA.

All partners commit to using the emPLANT logo in emPLANT-related publications as well as the logo of
the Erasmus+ programme.
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11. EMJMD Scholarship Management System

The allocation of a Programme Country or Partner Country scholarship is based on the information
provided by the student during the scholarship application process.

The emPLANT Secretariat administers the Erasmus+ EMJMD scholarship scheme. Students having been
awarded with an Erasmus+ EMJMD scholarship shall receive:

11.1. Contribution to travel costs:

To be paid by the Coordinator in two equal instalments: the first one upon registering at the Y1
university (at the start of the first semester), and the second one upon registering at the Y2 university
(at the start of the third semester).

The contribution to travel costs is designed to cover the expenses related to compulsory mobility of
each individual scholarship holder (i.e. return trip from their country of origin and all other travel
expenses necessary to carry out the emPLANT Master’s Degree). In case a scholarship holder’s travel
costs exceeds the established amounts, the scholarship holder must cover the difference.

Following the EMJMD Programme rules, the amount paid to the student for year 2 shall not be claimed
should the student drop out or be expelled after the third semester and before graduation.

The city of residence considered is the one defined and proven by the student during the application
process. All original boarding cards, tickets, invoices, fee charges, etc. shall be sent by the student to
the Host University and sent to the Coordinator.

11.2. Contribution to participation costs

An amount of 9’000€ for Partner country students and 4'500€ for Programme country students will
annually be charged directly by the emPLANT Consortium from the funds received from the European
Commission to cover the Participation Costs of EMJMD grantees. Therefore this amount shall not be
transferred to the scholarship holder.
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11.3. Monthly Living Allowance

A basic monthly amount of 1’000€/month during maximum 24 months shall be paid to the scholarship
holder. Payments shall be performed in a systematic way in EURO to a European bank account whose
account holder must be the scholarship holder.

The payment of the living allowance will correspond to the effective time of stay, during which the
scholarship holder undertakes his/her academic activities. The monthly allowance can only be paid as
from the month of arrival of the student at the first host University (Y1) and after formal enrolment to
the course. The payment will be stopped immediately in case of interruption of the course by the
student. Should the absence be not excused in a satisfactory manner within 10 days, the student will
be exmatriculated.

If students decide to voluntarily join the programme at an earlier stage, then this period must not be
considered as part of the EMJMD's course duration. This rule also applies to cases of late arrivals of
students to the course.

The regular scholarship payments to the student can be stopped if the student is expelled or released
from the course, blocked from entry in the country of mobility by national authorities, or leaves the
course on own demand.

The monthly living allowance covers each full month of the mobility awarded. If a portion of a month
is more than 15 days a full month allowance is to be paid (e.g. for the 24-month master, if the duration
of the student stay is 23 months and 15 days only 23 monthly allowances should be paid. On the other
hand, if the duration is 23 months and 16 days then 24 monthly allowances should be paid).

Students who want to spend study time at a Partner Country, e.g. to do a master thesis or internship,
only a maximum of 3 months will be covered by the monthly allowance. The monthly living allowance
will not cover the periods when the student is in his/her country of residence.

11.4. Contribution to installation costs

The contribution to installation costs (1’000€) is offered only to grantees resident of a Partner Country
(see figure 3) and it is a single payment in the first year. It is an incentive to help covering the additional
costs related to the issuing of visas, residence permits, etc. as well as the temporary accommodation
needs upon arrival in the first Programme Country Host University Partner and the subsequent
mobility.

11.5. Money transfers

All payments will be by direct transfer to a European bank account specified by the scholarship
recipient and in compliance with the rules established by the Erasmus + EMJMD Programme.
Immediately upon arrival at the first year institution, the recipient must open a European bank account
and forward the account details (including the IBAN number) to the Secretariat using the provided
Bank Account Form.

In case the student decides to change his/her bank account (e.g. as a result of moving to a different
city for the second masters year), s/he will need to provide the corresponding bank account form to
the emPLANT Secretariat.
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The scholarship is only awarded after the student has signed the student agreement and after the
student’s official enrolment at the first year host institution. In order to transfer to the scholarship
holders, the individual scholarship payments which are centralised by the coordinator (i.e. travel costs,
installation costs, monthly living allowances), the hosting Partners shall forward the Coordinator the
following documents (scanned copies) as soon as the scholarship holder arrives at the hosting
university:
e Boarding cards and other travel documents
e Proof of enrolment
e Certificate of arrival signed by the local emPLANT coordinator and the student
e Student agreement signed by the grantee
e European bank account of the student where the funds shall be transferred
(official document issued by the bank, clearly stating the bank account details and
the name of the account holder).

12. Student Application, Selection and Admission Criteria

emPLANT will implement a joint transparent and objective student application, selection and
admission procedure according to the following principles agreed by all consortium partners. The
procedure will comply with the requirements and recommendations for student selection and
scholarship management https://eacea.ec.europa.eu/sites/eacea-

site/files/student selection scholarship _management-final.pdf.

12.1. Application procedure
Two calls for applications will be open each year:

- Thefirst call for applications will be published in fall for the following academic year and closed
in January (minimum 3 months open). During this first call all emPLANT applicants apply for
the Erasmus Mundus scholarship.

- The second call for applications will be published in February for at least 1 month. The
Executive Board decides each year of the length of that 2" call. During this second call,
emPLANT applicants can’t apply anymore for the Erasmus Mundus scholarship.

Both scholarship and self-funded applicants have to submit their application through the same online
application form available on the website of the program.

The calls information will contain all relevant information concerning the study programme (course
descriptions, learning objectives, mobility schemes, partner universities, language requirements,
participation costs, insurance details, application procedure, selection procedure and criteria,
timetable/deadlines, diplomas awarded, grant and scholarship information etc.).

The elements of the application form are:
- Personal information, proof of nationality, proof of place of residence, eligibility criteria
- Language proficiency (certified copy of test results)
- Academic qualifications/transcripts/diplomas (certified/translated copies)
- Work experience
- Preferred mobility track
- Motivation (must include their preference of the mobility track by indicating their
preferences for Y1 and Y2 — Y1: LAS/SLU; Y2: UH, UPV, EgeU)
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- CV (European format)

- 2reference letters

- Declaration of honor that given information are true and accurate
The supporting documents/scans/certificates will need to be attached to the application. All applicants
will receive an acknowledgement of receipt.

12.2. Selection procedure
The emPLANT Secretariat screens all applications and discards applications that are not eligible.

Ineligible applicants will be informed immediately after the check and provided with the reasons of
ineligibility as well as information on the appeal procedure.

The eligibility criteria are:

- Application received before the end of the deadline

- Application containing all requested elements

- Application filled out in English language

- Awarded Bachelor of Science degree (min. 180 ECTS) in agriculture/agronomy, biology,
biotechnology, biochemistry, Master 1 genetics, molecular biosciences or related relevant
fields (or applicants in their last BSc year)

- Language proficiency: B2 in English (IELTS 6,5, no section below 5,5, TOEFL 575 paper-
based, 233 computer-based, 90 internet-based (20 written), etc.) except when English is
the mother tongue and B1 in Spanish (DELE, ALTE) for those applying to UPV in Y2 except
when Spanish is the mother tongue

Eligible applications will be submitted by the emPLANT Secretariat to the Executive Board. Each eligible
application is assessed by two universities of the Consortium according to the following specifications:

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Selection and admission to emPLANT is based on academic merit. So applicants who score at least 30
out of 60 in “academic competencies” and 50 out of 100 in total will be ranked according to the total
score of the consortium members. Unfortunately other applicants will not be considered and put on a
“non-selected list”.

The applications of the first call will be ranked according to their total score in a scholarship candidates
list. On the basis of this absolute ranking list, candidates will be separated in two different lists:

- Programme Country

- Partner Country (including applicants eligible for a specific “geographical window”)

The ranking for both lists will contain a main and a reserve list.

If the main list already includes three students with the same nationality, the following students with
the same nationality will be placed on the reserve list. The order of the students in the reserve list
corresponds to the order of the students in the absolute ranking list.

Best ranked applicants of each main lists will be selected for a short interview. Candidates are
contacted at least 7 days before the date and time of the interview. The interview is designed to check
the English level, the motivation, knowledges and communication skills of each applicants. Two
different universities of the Consortium manage each interview thanks to a specific procedure agreed
by all Consortium members.

Following interviews, the Executive Board selects the best candidates of each main list and places the
other candidates on the reserve list. Those best candidates will be offered a place in the emPLANT
program with an Erasmus Mundus scholarship.

The Secretariat (after discussion within the EB) can offer to the first students on the reserve list a place
in the emPLANT program as a self-funded student depending on the number of places available in the
Program.

According to their choices expressed in their application and their position in the final ranking, the
consortium strives to distribute the students evenly over the two Y1 destinations (LAS, SLU) and the
three Y2 destinations (UH, UPV and EgeU) to ensure harmonised student distribution over the
consortium members.

The applications received from the second call are discussed within an Executive Board meeting at the
end of the call and applicants are contacted by the Secretariat to know if they are accepted to be part
of emPLANT as self-funded student or if they are refused.

All lists, the minutes of the selection meeting as well as a conflict of interest statement! will be signed
by each Consortium member. emPLANT promotes equal opportunities for women/men and students
with special needs so it will be considered carefully during the selection.

Admission of students is subject to the approval of the relevant authorities in the partner universities.

12.3. Informing the candidates

The selection process for the first call for applications will be finalised before March 30.

Non-selected candidates are informed as soon as they are placed on that list. Reserve-list candidates
and main-list candidates will be informed after the selection decision about the status of their
application to ensure they can get well prepared. The admitted students will be sent a model of the

! Document asked by the EACEA in the “Minimum requirements and recommendations for student selection & scholarship management”
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student agreement, the student guide, the scholarship amount and informed about the necessary
steps to take to validate their admission (signature of student agreement (including suggested mobility
track), obtaining valid visa, and signature of scholarship contract if applicable) and the corresponding
deadline (also to accept the EMJMD grant if applicable).

The selection process for the second call for applications will be finalised at the end of the call and
each applicants will receive an e-mail from the Secretariat to know if they are accepted or not.

After the confirmation of their participation, the students will receive all relevant information
regarding their housing, insurance and recommended travel itinerary as well as the programme
structure, content of courses, learning outcomes mobility tracks etc. The emPLANT Secretariat will be
in charge of the operational implementation of informing and advising the students and of validating
the admission.

Reserve-list candidates will receive the results of the assessment of their applications, information
regarding the management and use of the reserve-lists and the procedure to follow an appeal to the
selection decision.

The appeal procedure consists in writing to the emPLANT Executive Board within 7 days after receiving
notification of the rejection mail. The emPLANT Coordinator will prepare the response which will be
submitted to the Executive Board for approval. Before sending the response to the enquirer, the
Coordinator might consult with the relevant EACEA staff. The enquirer will be notified in writing of the
outcome of his appeal within 14 days after his appeal submission.

13. Student Performance Monitoring and Evaluation

The performance of the students is assessed in every course. To pass the courses, the student has to
pass the exam and other exercises, such as literature and laboratory reports as well as oral
presentations, computer based test, written exams, internship report, tutored work reports etc. These
components will be graded according to the national grading scale and the ECTS grading scale and
contribute to the final grade for the course. The student also has to participate in compulsory parts of
the courses. The student is evaluated according to the course objectives.

Re-sit examinations are organised according to the regulations of the host Party.

For the thesis examination a report is mandatory which should include at least the following sections:
introduction, objectives, materials and methods, results and discussion and bibliography, must be
presented. In addition an oral presentation of the work in front of three PhD level examiners is
necessary. Any specific regulations from the degree-issuing Partners shall be respected.
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Note: If a student chooses to do a 3 months internship during his master thesis (optional), the student
will have 2 different supervisors during the internship: one from year 1 Party and one from year 2
Party.

14. Student Services

emPLANT students can use the facilities of their host institutions and will receive professional
administrative support. An emPLANT Help Desk is available in every partner university. The students
will participate all in the Joint Integration Week, the Joint Summer Breeding Field Camp and the Final
Conference/Diploma Ceremony. Internship opportunities will be provided by the host universities, the
EPBC database and the active search by the students. Language courses in the local language will be
provided by each university.

15. Employability

emPLANT will seek to continue the dialogue with the Seed Industry and especially via its associated
partners to increase the network of employment opportunities for emPLANT graduates and to further
develop the emPLANT curriculum to ensure that it corresponds to the needs of the labor market.

16. Enrolment of Scholars and Guest Lecturers

Based on the academic requirements validated by the Executive Board, the emPLANT Secretariat will
issue a call for applications for at least 4 guest lecturers/scholars per intake. The scholars will be
primarily recruited among the associated partners but also from other world-renowned organisations.
The Secretariat is responsible for the operational implementation of the call and the Executive Board
will select the guest lecturers based on previously established criteria.

17. Final Degree and Recognition

The degrees delivered within emPLANT are recognised by all participating partners. All degrees are
accredited by the respective national authorities. The program curriculum has been defined and
approved by all consortium members. If any changes occur, the Executive Board must be informed of
the modification of the Master program and decide of what happen next. All members of the
consortium have identified and validated the requirements for the courses and the compatibility
between all mobility tracks as well as the eligibility for conferring two diplomas per mobility track. 6
possible diploma combinations are possible: LAS-UH/UPV/EgeU and SLU-UH/UPV/EgeU.

Each degree contains a diploma supplement. The degree of each Party is recognised in every country
of the consortium members.

18. Financial Provisions

18.1. Maximum Amount and form of the Grant
As specified in the Grant Agreement, the grant shall be of a maximum amount of EUR 3.642.000 and
shall take the form of:

- Aunit contribution to cover the following categories of eligible costs related to the EMIMD
students scholarships, as indicated in the Erasmus+ Programme Guide :
o Participation costs
o Travel and installation costs
o Subsistence costs
- A lump sum contribution of maximum EUR 170.000 to cover the following categories of
eligible costs:
o Contribution to the EMJMD consortium management costs for the preparatory
year financed by a lump sum amount of EUR 20.000
o Contribution to the EMJMD consortium management costs and costs for invited
scholars and guest lecturers financed by a lump sum amount of EUR 50.000 per
intake of the EMJMD for a total of three intakes. A reduction of EUR 1.950 will be
applied for each scholar week not duly carried out and/or not reported

18.2. Student Participation Costs

In view of the costs related to academics, registration, recognition and all relevant costs included in
the programme, emPLANT establishes the following participation costs for students:

- 4’500€ per year for Program Country students and

- 9’000€ per year for Partner Country students

Participation costs include:
- Tuition fees
- Compulsory health and accident insurance required in each country of the Consortium
during the whole academic period
- Campus fees
- Costs linked to sport and student association memberships
- Joint activities (Joint Integration Week, Summer Breeding Field Camp, Final
Conference/Diploma Ceremony)
- Language and culture courses
- Complementary Health Insurance to comply with the Erasmus Mundus Health Insurance
requirements
As set up by the European Commission, all compulsory fees a student has to pay in the framework of
his studies must be included in the participation costs. Which means those costs are not to be paid by
the student.

Even if a student pays 4'500€ or 9’000€ per year for participation costs, the Parties don’t receive that
amount for participation costs. Indeed each Party has to comply with the rules of his country and/or
university and has to support different costs.
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The participation costs each Party will receive in reality are (less the amount of the compulsory health
and accident insurance for one year, paid by the Coordinator):

18.3. Distribution of Management Lump Sum

A Party shall be funded only for its tasks carried out in accordance with the Consortium Plan.

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In the event that the number of self-funded students is lower than budgeted, the distribution of
scholarship holders per Party will be rearranged so as to prevent any possible unbalance between the
amount granted by the EU Commission and the amounts corresponding to the actual Participation
Costsincurred in (e.g. by allocating a higher number of grants to those Parties with lower Participation
Costs). These amounts and the possible redistribution of initially planned scholarship holders per Party
shall be discussed and approved by the Executive Board before each intake’s selection process.

Internal reimbursement of eligible costs to Parties:

- Each Party will be funded according to the costs indicated per student (figure 6) multiplied
by the number of scholarship students effectively studying there and less the amount of
the complementary health insurance compulsory for each scholarship student

- All self-funded students pay their participation costs to the Coordinator. Each Party will be
funded according to the costs indicated per student (figure 6) multiplied by the number of
self-funded students effectively studying there

- Each Party will receive a contribution to the travel costs of one person for Executive Board
Meetings (two persons for the Coordinator)

The student representative is also invited to participate to Executive Board meetings. As the budget is
limited, he is invited to participate by Skype or to come on his own funds if it is possible for the student.

18.5. Fundraising
The Parties are highly committed to the sustainability of the programme and to the objective of
obtaining 14 company grants for two years from intake 5 (6 LAS, 2 UPV, 2 EgeU, 2 SLU, 2 UH).

18.6. Justifying costs

In accordance with its own usual accounting and management principles and practices, each Party shall
be solely responsible for justifying its costs with respect to the Programme towards the Funding
Authority. Neither the Coordinator nor any of the other Parties shall be in any way liable or responsible
for such justification of costs towards the Funding Authority.

18.7. Funding principles

A Party which spends less than its allocated share of the budget as set out in the Consortium Plan or —
in case of reimbursement via unit costs - implements less units than foreseen in the Consortium Plan
will be funded in accordance with its actual duly justified eligible costs only.

A Party that spends more than its allocated share of the budget as set out in the Consortium Plan will
be funded only in respect of duly justified eligible costs up to an amount not exceeding that share.
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18.8. Financial Consequences of the termination of the participation of a
Party

A Party leaving the consortium shall refund all payments it has received except the amount of

contribution accepted by the Funding Authority or another contributor.

18.9. Budgeting
The budget set out in the Consortium Plan shall be valued in accordance with the usual accounting and
management principles and practices of the respective Parties.

18.10. Payments
Payments to Parties are the exclusive tasks of the Coordinator.

In particular, the Coordinator shall:

- notify the Party concerned promptly of the date and composition of the amount transferred to its
bank account, giving the relevant references

- perform diligently its tasks in the proper administration of any funds and in maintaining financial
accounts

- keep the financial contribution to the Project separated from its normal business accounts, its own
assets and property, except if the Coordinator is a Public Body or is not entitled to do so due to
statutory legislation.

- No Party shall before the end of the Project receive more than its allocated share of the maximum
grant amount from which the amounts retained by the Funding Authority for the final payment
have been deducted.

18.11. Payment schedule
The payment schedule, which contains the transfer of Consortium travel costs and participation costs
to Parties, will be handled according to the following instalments:

- the Coordinator will wire Consortium travel costs at the beginning of each academic year to Parties

- the Coordinator will wire participation costs at the beginning of each academic year to Parties after
reception by the Secretariat of all registration certificates and attendance certificates of students
enrolled in each Party

The Coordinator is entitled to withhold any payments due to a Party identified by the Executive Board
to be in breach of its obligations under this Consortium Agreement or the Grant Agreement or to a
Beneficiary which has not yet signed this Consortium Agreement.

The Coordinator is entitled to recover any payments already paid to a Defaulting Party. The
Coordinator is equally entitled to withhold payments to a Party when this is suggested by or agreed
with the Funding Authority.

18.12. Benefits

Benefits can be generated during the project, for example with the participation costs of a self-funded
student. If benefits are generated, they shall be entirely reinvested in the project (for scholarship,
communication material...). The use and distribution of such benefit shall be agreed by the Executive
Board.
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18.13. Deficit
In case of deficit at the end of the project in 2022, each Party commits to compensate it as described
below:

- From 0 to 10 000€ of deficit, each Party compensates it equally so each Party pays form 0 to 2 000€
- Beyond 10 000€ of deficit, the coordinator takes in charge the part over 10 000€

19. Reporting obligations

The Parties agree to comply with all reporting obligations toward the funding authority and the

instructions of the Secretariat to ensure effective reporting procedures. Reports must be submitted by

the following dates:

- Atechnical report by 31.10.2018

- Asecond pre-financing request by 31.08.2019

- Athird pre-financing request no later than 28.02.2021

- A final report covering the whole duration of the action, accompanied by a summary financial
statement must be submitted no later than 60 calendar days after the end of the action

20. Executive Board Meetings

Executive Board Meetings will rotate among the Parties. The host organisation provides logistic and
preparatory support to organise the meeting. Instead of using its consortium travel costs to travel in
another Consortium member country, the host organisation uses the money to provide food and
drinks to the participants and organises one social dinner. The participants cover travel and
accommodation costs.

21. Communication

The Executive Board must be informed in advance of all communication activities linked to emPLANT.

22. Results

22.1. Confidentiality

Parties shall each individually confirm that strict confidentiality will be observed in all communications
relating to portable or potentially commercially valuable intellectual property and results created
within the Program.

22.2. Disclosures
No disclosures will be made to third parties without permission of the appropriate authorities/person.
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22.3. Ownership of results

Aresultis defined as all types of production made during the timeframe of the program. Here are some
examples (non-exhaustive list): website, brochure, pictures of students during courses, gathered
statistics, common evaluation grid, intellectual property ...

The ownership and/or control of results used or generated in connection with the Programme should
apply as follows:

- If generated by the student, subject to the rules of the institution where the student was
registered at the time the result was created
- If generated by staff, subject to the rules of the employing institution

22.4. Joint ownership

Where a result is developed jointly between students and/or staff of multiple institution, each of the
joint owners shall be entitled to exploit the joint results as it sees fit, and to grant non-exclusive
licences, without obtaining any consent from, paying compensation to, or otherwise accounting to any
other joint owner, unless otherwise agreed between the joint owners.

The joint owners shall agree on all protection measures and the division of related cost in advance.

22.5. Cooperation obligations

The Parties undertake to cooperate to allow the timely submission, examination, publication and
defence of any dissertation or thesis for a degree which includes their Results or Background subject
to the confidentiality and publication provisions agreed in this Consortium Agreement.

22.6. Use of names, logos or trademarks

Nothing in this Consortium Agreement shall be construed as conferring rights to use in advertising,
publicity or otherwise the name of the Parties or any of their logos or trademarks without their prior
written approval.

23. Miscellaneous

In case the terms of this Consortium Agreement are in conflict with the terms of the Grant Agreement,
the terms of the latter shall prevail.

Amendments and modifications to the text of this Consortium Agreement require a separate written
agreement to be signed between all Parties.

ARTICLE L1 - SUBJECT MATTER OF THE AGREEMENT

A FEuropean Union grant is awarded, under the terms and conditions set out in the Special
Conditions, the General Conditions and the other Annexes to the Agreement, for the action
entitled Erasmus Mundus Master Program in Plant Breeding ("the action") as described
in Annex I.

With the signature of the Agreement, the beneficiaries accept the grant and agree to
implement the action, acting on their own responsibility.

ARTICLE 1.2 - ENTRY INTO FORCE OF THE AGREEMENT AND DURATION OF
THE ACTION

1.2.1 The Agreement shall enter into force on the date on which the last party signs.

ARTICLE 1.3 - MAXIMUM AMOUNT AND FORM OF THE GRANT

- A third pre-financing payment of 25% of the maximum amount specified in Article 1.3
shall be paid to the coordinator, subject to having used at least 70% of the previous pre-
financing instalments paid, and to the receipt of a progress report on the implementation
of the action (“technical report on progress”), and a statement on the amount of the
previous pre-financing instalment used to cover costs of the action (“statement on the use
of the previous pre-financing instalment’™), drawn up in accordance with Annexes V and
VI, including an extract from the EACEA mobility tool in order for the Agency to check
the level of consumption of the previous instalments;

- Should preceding pre-financing instalments not be executed in full, a further pre-
financing (fourth pre-financing) shall be requested by the coordinator in ordetr to reach
the maximum amount of pre-financings.

ARTICLE I1.1 - GENERAL OBLIGATIONS AND ROLES OF THE BENEFICIARIES

(b) inform the coordinator immediately of any change in its legal, financial, technical,
organisational or ownership situation or of its affiliated entities and of any change in its name,
address or legal representative or of its affiliated entities;

(¢)  submit in due time to the ¢oordinator;

(1) the data needed to draw up the reports, financial statements and other documents provided
for in the Agreement;

(it) all the necessary documents in the event of audits, checks or evaluation in accordance with
Article 11.27;

(iii) any other information to be provided to the Agency according to the Agreement, except
where the Agreement requires that such information is submitted directly by the
beneficiary to the Agency.

II.1.3 General obligations and role of the coordinator
The coordinator shall:
(a)  monitor that the action is implemented in accordance with the Agreement;

(b) be the intermediary for all communications between the beneficiaries and the Agency, except
where provided otherwise in the Agreement, and, in particular, the coordinator shall:

(i) immediately provide the Agency with the information related to any change in the name,
address, legal representative as well as in the legal, financial, technical, organisational or
ownership situation of any of the beneficiaries or of its affiliated entities or to any event
likely to affect or delay the implementation of the action, of which the coordinator is
aware;
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(i) bear responsibility for supplying all documents and information to the Agency which may
be required under the Agreement, except where provided otherwise in the Agreement;
where information is required from the other beneficiaries, the coordinator shall bear
responsibility for obtaining and verifying this information before passing it on to the
Agency;

{¢) make the appropriate arrangements for providing any financial guarantees required under the
Agreement;

(d)  establish the requests for payment in accordance with the Agreement;

(e) where it is designated as the sole recipient of payments on behalf of all of the beneficiaries,
ensure that all the appropriate payments are made to the other beneficiaries without unjustified
delay;

(f)  bear responsibility for providing all the necessary documents in the event of checks and audits
initiated before the payment of the balance, and in the event of evaluation in accordance with
Article I1.27;

(g) transfer to the beneficiaries, without delay, any document relating to the action or the grant.

The coordinator shall not subcontract any part of its tasks to the other beneficiaries or to any other
party.

ARTICLE 1.2 - COMMUNICATIONS BETWEEN THE PARTIES
I1.2.1 Form and means of communications

Any communication relating to the Agreement or to its implementation shall be made in writing (in
paper or electronic form), shall bear the number of the Agreement and shall be made using the
communication details identified in Asticle L.

Electronic communications shall be confirmed by an original signed paper version of that
communication if requested by any of the parties provided that this request is submitted without
unjustified delay. The sender shall send the original signed paper version without unjustified delay.

Formal notifications shall be made by registered mail with return receipt or equivalent, or by
equivalent electronic means.

11.2.2 Date of communications

Any communication is deemed to have been made when it is received by the receiving party, unless
the agreement refers to the date when the communication was sent.

Electronic communication is deemed to have been received by the receiving party on the day of
successful dispatch of that communication, provided that it is sent to the addressees listed in Article
L.6. Dispatch shall be deemed unsuccessful if the sending party receives a message of non-delivery. In
this case, the sending party shall immediately send again such communication to any of the other
addresses listed in Article 1.6. In case of unsuccessful dispatch, the sending party shall not be held in
breach of its obligation to send such communication within a specified deadline.

Mail sent to the Agency using the postal services is considered to have been received by the Agency
on the date on which it is registered by the department identified in Article [.6.2.

Formal netifications made by registered mail with return receipt or equivalent, or by equivalent
electronic means, shall be considered to have been received by the receiving party on the date of
receipt indicated on the return receipt or equivalent.
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ARTICLE 1.3 — LIABILITY FOR DAMAGES

II.3.1 The Agency shall not be held liable for any damage caused or sustained hy any of the
beneficiaries, including any damage caused to third parties as a consequence of or during the
implementation of the action,

IL3.2 Except in cascs of force majeure, the beneficiaries shall compensate the Agency for any
damage sustained by it as a result of the implementation of the action or because the action
was not implemented or implemented poorly, partially or late.

ARTICLE IL4 - CONFLICT OF INTERESTS

II.41 The beneficiaries shall take all necessary measures to prevent any situation where the
impartial and objective implementation of the Agreement is compromised for reasons
involving economic interest, political or national affinity, family or emotional ties or any
other shared interest (“conflict of interests™).

IL1.42 Any situation constituting or likely to lead to a conflict of inferests during the implementation
of the Agreement shall be notified to the Agency, in writing, without delay. The beneficiaries
shall immediately take all the necessary steps to rectify this situation. The Agency reserves
the right to verify that the measures taken are appropriate and may require additional
measures to be taken within a specified deadline.

ARTICLE IL3 - CONFIDENTIALITY

I1.5.1 The Agency and the beneficiaries shall preserve the confidentiality of any information and
documents, in any form, which are disclosed in writing or orally in relation to the
implementation of the Agreement and which are explicitly indicated in writing as
confidential.

H.5.2 The beneficiaries shall not use confidential information and decuments for any reason other
than fulfilling their obligations under the Agreement, unless otherwise agreed with the
Agency in writing.

IL.5.3 The Agency and the beneficiaries shall be bound by the obligations referred to in Articles
IL5.1 and 11.5.2 during the implementation of the Agreement and for a period of five years
starting from the payment of the balance, unless:

(a} the party concemed agrees 1o release the other party from the confidentiality obligations
earlier;

(b) the confidential information becomes public through other means than in breach of the
confidentiality obligation through disclosure by the party bound by that obligation;

(c) the disclosure of the confidential information is required by law.
ARTICLE 11.6 — PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA
1L.6.1 Processing of personal data by the Agency

Any personal data included in the Agreement shall be processed by the Agency pursuant to
Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 18 December 2000 on
the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the Community
institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data.
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Such data shall be processed by the data controller identified in Article 1.6.1 solely for the purposes of
the implementation, management and monitoring of the Agreement, without prejudice to possible
transmission to the bodies charged with the monitoring or inspection tasks in application of Union
law,

The beneficiaries shall have the right of access to their personal data and the right to rectify any such
data. Should the beneficiaries have any queries concerning the processing of their personal data, they
shail address them to the data controller, identified in Article £.6.1.

The beneficiaries shall have the right of recourse at any time to the European Data Protection
Supervisor.

1L6.2 Processing of personal data by the beneficiaries

The beneficiaries must process personal data under the Agreement in compliance with applicable EU
and national law on data protection {(including authorisations or notification requirements).

The beneficiaries may grant their personnel access only to data that is strictly necessary for
implementing, managing and monitoring the Agreement.

The beneficiaries must adopt appropriate technical and organisational security measures having regard
to the risks inherent in the processing and to the nature of the personal data concerned. This is in order
to:

(a) prevent any unauthorised person from gaining access to computer systems processing
personal data, and especially:

(i) wnauthorised reading, copying, alteration or removal of storage media;

(i1} unauthorised data input as well as any unauthorised disclosure, alteration or erasure of
stored personal data;

(1ii} unauthorised use of data processing systems by means of data transmission facilities;

(b) ensure that authorised users of a data processing system can access only the personal data to
which their access right refers;

{¢) record which personal data have been communicated, when and to whom;

{d) ensure that personal data processed on behalf of third parties can be processed only in the
manner prescribed by the Agency;

(¢) ensure that, during communication of personal data and transport of storage media, the data
cannot be read, copied or erased without authorisation;

(f) design their organisational structure in such a way that it meets data protection requirements,
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ARTICLE IL7 — VISIBILITY OF UNION FUNDING
II.7.1 Information on Union funding and use of European Union emblem

Unless the Agency requests or agrees otherwise, any cornmunication or publication related to the
action, made by the beneficiaries jointly or individually, including at conferences, seminars or in any
information or promotional materials (such as brochures, leaflets, posters, presentations, etc.), shall
indicate that the action has received funding from the Union and shall display the European Union
emblem.

When displayed in association with another logo, the European Union emblem must have appropriate
prominence.

The obligation to display the European Union emblem does not confer to the beneficiaries a right of
exclusive use. The beneficiaries shall not appropriate the European Union emblem or any similar
trademark or logo, cither by registration or by any other means.

For the purposes of the first, second and third subperagraphs and under the conditions specified
therein, the beneficiaries are exempted from the obligation io obtain prior permission from the
Agency to use the European Union emblem,

I.7.2 Disclaimers excluding Agency and Commission responsibility

Any communication or publication related to the action, made by the beneficiaries jointly or
individually in any form and using any means, shall indicate that it reflects only the author's view and
that the Agency and the Commission are not responsible for any use that may be made of the
information it contains.

ARTICLE 118 — PRE-EXISTING RIGHTS AND OWNERSHIP AND USE OF THE RESULTS
(INCLUDING INTELLECTUAL AND INDUSTRIAL PROPERTY RIGHTS)

I1.8.1 Ownership of the resulis by the beneficiaries

Unless stipulated otherwise in the Agreement, ownership of the results of the action, including
industrial and intellectual property rights, and of the reports and other docwments relating to it, shall
be vested in the beneficiaries.

IL8.2 Pre-existing industrial and intellectual property rights

Where industrial and intellectual property rights, including rights of third parties, exist prior 1o the
conclusion of the Agreement, the beneficiaries shall establish a list which shall specify all rights of
ownership and use of the pre-existing industrial and intellectual property rights and disclose it to the
Agency at the latest before the commencement of implementation.

The beneficiaries shall ensure that they or their affiliated entities have all the rights to use any pre-
existing industrial and intellectual property rights during the implementation of the Agreement.

I1.8.3 Rights of use of the results and of pre-existing rights by the Agency and/or the Union

(e)  storage in paper, electronic or other format;

{f)  archiving in line with the document management rules applicable to the Agency and/or the
Commission;

{g) rights to authorise or sub-licence the modes of exploitation set out in points (b) and {c) to third
parties.

Additional rights of use for the Agency and/or the Union may be provided for in the Special
Conditions.

The beneficiaries shall warrant that the Agency and/or the Union has the right to use any pre-existing
industrial and intellectual property rights, which have been included in the results of the action.
Unless specified otherwise in the Special Conditions, those pre-existing rights shall be used for the
same purposes and under the same conditions applicable to the rights of use of the results of the
actron.

Information about the copyright owner shall be inserted when the result is divulged by the Agency
and/or the Union. The copyright information shall read: "© — year — name of the copyright owner. All
rights reserved.

ARTICLE IL% — AWARD OF CONTRACTS NECESSARY FOR THE IMPEEMENTATION

A party faced with force majeure shall formally notify the other party without delay, stating
the nature, likely duration and foreseeable effects.

The parties shall take the necessary measures to limit any damage due to force majeure.

Unless the Agreement or the participation of a beneficiary is terminated in accordance with Articles
I1.16.1, I1.16.2 or points (¢) or (d) of Article [1.16.3.1, the coordinator shall, once the circumstances
allow resuming the implementation of the action, inform the Agency immediately and present a
request for amendment of the Agreement as provided for in Article 11.15.3.

I1.15.2 Suspension of the implementation by the Agency
IL.15.2.1  The Agency may suspend the implementation of the action or any part thereof:

(a) if the Agency has evidence that a beneficiary has committed substantial errors,
irregularities or fraud in the award procedure or in the implementation of the
Agreement or if a beneficiary fails to comply with its obligations under the

(b) if the Agency has evidence that a beneficiary has committed systemic or recurrent

definitive conditicns for resuming the implementation or, in the case referred to in point
(c) of Article IL15.2.1, the indicative date of completion of the necessary verification.
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The coordinator shall inform the other beneficiaries immediately. The suspension shall
take effect five calendar days atter the receipt of the notification by the coordinator or on
a later date, where the notification so provides.

In order to resume the implementation, the beneficiaries shall endeavour to meet the
notified conditions as soon as possible and shall inform the Agency of any progress made
in this respect.

Unless the Agreement or the participation of a beneficiary is terminated in accordance
with Articles I1.16.1, I11.16.2 or points (¢}, (i) or (j) of Article [1.16.3.1, the Agency shall,
as soon as it considers that the conditions for resuming the implementation have been
met or the necessary verification, including on-the-spot checks, has been carried out,
formally notify the coordinator thereof and invite the coordinator to present a request for

I.15.3 Effects of the suspension

If the implementation of the action can be resumed and the Agreement is not terminated, an
amendment to the Agreement shall be made in accordance with Article I1.12 in order o establish the
date on which the action shall be resumed, to extend the duration of the action and to make any other
modifications that may be necessary to adapt the action to the new implementing conditions.

The suspension is deemed lifted as from the date of resumption of the action agreed by the parties in
accordance with the first subparagraph. Such a date may be before the date on which the amendment
enters into force.

Any costs incurred by the beneficiaries, during the period of suspension, for the implementation of the
suspended action or the suspended part thereof, shall not be reimbursed or covered by the grant.

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I1.16.2 Termination of the participation of one or more bheneficiaries by the coordinator

In duly justified cases, the participation of any one or several beneficiaries in the Agreement may be
terminated by the coordinator, acting on request of that beneficiary or those beneficiaries, or on behalf
of all the other beneficiaries. When notifying such termination to the Agency, the coordinator shall
include the reasons for the termination of the participation, the opinion of the beneficiary or
beneficiaries the participation of which is terminated, the date on which the termination shall take
effect and the proposal of the remaining beneficiaries relating to the reallocation of the tasks of that
beneficiary or those beneficiaries or, where relevant, to the nomination of one or more replacements
which shall succeed that beneficiary or those beneficiaries in all their rights and obligations under the
Agreement. The notification shall be sent before the termination is due to take effect.

If no reasons are given or if the Agency considers that the reasons exposed cannot justify the
termination, it shall formally notify the coordinator, specifying the grounds thereof, and the
participation shall be deemed to have been terminated improperty, with the consequences set out in
the fourth subparagraph of Article I1.16.4.

Without prejudice to Article 11.12.2, an amendment to the Agreement shall be made, in order to
introduce the necessary modifications.

I1.16.3 Termination of the Agreement or the participation of one or more beneficiaries by the
Agency

IL16.3.1  The Agency may decide to terminate the Agreement or the participation of any one or
several beneficiaries participating in the action, in the following circumstances:

(a) if a change to the beneficiary’s legal, financial, technical, organisational or
ownership situation is likely to affect the implementation of the Agreement
substantially or calls into question the decision to award the grant;

(b} if, following the termination of the participation of any one or several
beneficiaries, the necessary modifications to the Agreement would call into
question the decision awarding the grant or would result in unequal treatment of
applicants;

(¢c) if the beneficiaries do not implement the action as specified in Annex I or if a
beneficiary fails to comply with another substantial obligation incumbent on it
under the terms of the Agreement;

{d) in the event of force majeure, notified in accordance with Article II.14, or in the
event of suspension by the coordinator as a result of exceptional circumstances,
notified in accordance with Article IL15, where resuming the implementation is
impossible or where the necessary modifications to the Agreement would call into
question the decision awarding the grant or would result in unequal treatment of
applicants;

{e} if a beneficiary is declared bankrupt, is being wound up, is having its affairs
administered by the courts, has entered into an arrangement with creditors, has
suspended business activities, is the subject of any other similar proceedings
concerning those matters, or is in an analogous situation arising from a similar
procedure provided for in national legislation or regulations;
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(f)  if a beneficiary or any related person, as defined in the second subparagraph, have
been found guilty of professional misconduct proven by any means;

(g} if a beneficiary is not in compliance with its obligations relating to the payment of
social security contributions or the payment of taxes in accordance with the legal
provisions of the country in which it is established or in which the action is
implemented;

(h) if the Agency has evidence that a beneficiary or any related person, as defined in
the second subparagraph, have committed fraud, corruption, or are involved in a
criminal organisation, money laundering or any other illegal activity detrimental to
the Union's financial interests;

(i)  if the Agency has evidence that a beneficiary or any related person, as defined in
the second subparagraph, have committed substantial errors, irregularities or fraud
in the award procedure or in the implementation of the Agreement, including in
the event of submission of false information or failure to submit required
information in order to obtain the grant provided for in the Agreement; or

(i)  if the Agency has evidence that a beneficiary has committed systemic or recurrent
errors, irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations under other grants funded by
the Union or the European Atomic Energy Community which were awarded to
that beneficiary under similar conditions, provided that those errors, irregularities,
fraud or breach of obligations have a material impact on this grant,

For the purposes of points (f}, (h) and (i), "any related person" shall mean any natural
person who has the power to represent the beneficiary or to take decisions on its behalf.

Before terminating the Agreement or the participation of any one or several beneficiaries,
the Agency shall formally notify the coordinator and, as may be the case, the
beneficiary(ies) concerned of its intention to terminate, specifying the reasons thereof
and nviting the coordinator, within 45 calendar days from receipt of the notification, to
submit observations on behalf of all beneficiaries and, in the case of point (c) of Article
I1.16.3.1, to inform the Agency about the measures taken to ensure that the beneficiaries
continue to fulfil their obligations under the Agreement.

If, after examination of the observations submitted by the coordinator, the Agency
decides to stop the termination procedure, it shall formally notify the coordinator thereof.

If no observations have been submitted or if, despite the observations submitted by the
coordinator, the Agency decides to pursue the termination procedure, it may terminate
the Agreement or the participation of any one or several beneficiaries by formally
notifying the coordinator thereof, specifying the reasons for the termination.

In the cases referred to in points (a), (b), (¢}, (¢} and (g) of Anticle I1.16.3.1, the formal
notification shall specify the date on which the termination takes effect. In the cases
referred to in points {d), (f), (h), (i) and (j) of Article I1.16.3.1, the termination shall take
effect on the day following the date on which the formal notification was received by the
coordinator.
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II.16.4 Effects of termination

Where the Agreement is terminated, payments by the Agency shall be limited to the amount
determined in accordance with Anicle I1.25 on the basis of the eligible costs incurred by the
beneficiaries and the actual level of implementation of the action on the date when the termination
takes effect. Costs relating to current commitments, which are not due for execution until after the
termination, shall not be taken into account. The coordinator shall have 60 days from the date when
the termination of the Agreement takes effect, as provided for in Articles IL16.1 and 11.16.3.2, to
produce a request for payment of the balance in accordance with Article 11.23.2. If no request for
payment of the balance is received within this time limit, the Agency shall not reimburse or cover any
costs which are not included in a financial statement approved by it or which are not justified in a
technical report approved by it. In accordance with Article I1.26, the Agency shall recover any amount
already paid, if its use is not substantiated by the technical reports and, where applicable, by the
financial statements approved by the Agency.

Where the participation of a beneficiary is terminated, the beneficiary concemed shall submit to the
coordinator a technical report and, where applicable, a financial statement covering the period from
the end of the last reporting period according to Article 1.4 for which a report has been submitted to
the Agency to the date on which the termination takes effect. The technical report and the financial
statement shall be submitted in due time to allow the coordinator to draw up the corresponding
payment request. Only those costs incurred by the beneficiary concerned up to the date when
termination of its participation takes effect shall be reimbursed or covered by the grant. Costs relating
to current commitments, which were not due for execution until after the termination, shall not be
taken into account. The request for payment for the beneficiary concemed shall be included in the
next payment request submitted by the coordinator in accordance with the schedule laid down in
Article 1.4,

Where the Agericy, in accordance with point (c) of Article I1.16.3.1, is terminating the Agreement on
the grounds that the coordinator has failed to produce the request for payment and, after a reminder,
has still not complied with this obligation within the deadline set out in Article 11.23.3, the first
subparagraph shall apply, subject to the following:

(a)  there shall be no additional time period from the date when the termination of the Agreement

takes effect for the coordinator to produce a request for payment of the balance in accordance
with Article 11.23.2; and

{b) the Agency shall not reimburse or cover any costs incurred by the beneficiaries up to the date of
termination or up to the end of the period set out in Article 12,2, whichever is the earlier, which
are not included in a financial statement approved by it or which are not justified in a technical
report approved by it.

In addition to the first, second and third subparagraphs, where the Agreement or the participation of a
beneficiary is terminated improperly by the coordinator within the meaning of Articles I1.16.1 and
I1.16.2, or where the Agreement or the participation of a beneficiary is terminated by the Agency on
the grounds set out in points {(c), (f), (h), (i} and (j) of Article I.16.3.1, the Agency may also reduce
the grant or recover amounts unduly paid in accordance with Articles I1.25.4 and I1.26, in proportion
to the gravity of the failings in question and after allowing the coordinator, and, where relevant, the
beneficiaries concerned, to submit their observations.

Neither party shall be entitled to claim compensation on account of a termination by the other party.
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ARTICLE IL17 — ADMINISTRATIVE AND FINANCIAL PENALTIES

I.17.2

By virtue of Articles 109 and 131(4) Regulation (EU, EURATOM) No 966/2012 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 25 October 2012 on the financial rules
applicable to the general budget of the Union and with due regard to the principle of
proportionality, a beneficiary which has committed substantial ervors, irregularities or fraud,
has made false declarations in supplying required information or has failed to supply such
information at the moment of the submission of the application or during the
implementation of the grant, or has been found in serious breach of its obligations under the
Agreement shall be liable to;

(a) administrative penalties consisting of exclusion from all contracts and grants financed
by the Union budget for a maximum of five years from the date on which the
infringement is established and confirmed following a contradictory procedure with
the beneficiary; and/or

(b} financial penalties of 2% to 10% of the value of the contribution the beneficiary
concerned is entitled t0 in accordance with the estimated budget set out in Annex I,

In the event of another infringement within five years following the establishment of the
first infringement, the period of exclusion under point (a) may be extended to 10 years and
the range of the rate referred to in point (b) may be increased to 4% to 20%.

The Agency shall formally notify the beneficiary concerned of any decision to apply such
penalties,

The Agency is entitled to publish such decision under the conditions and within the limits
specified in Aricle 109(3) of Regulation (EU, EURATOM) No 966/2012.

An action may be brought against such decision before the General Court of the European
Union, pursuant to Article 263 Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union ("TFEU").

ARTICLE 18 - APPLICABLE LAW, SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES AND
ENFORCEABLE DECISION
I.18.1 The Agreement is governed by the applicable Union law complemented, where necessary,

by the law of Belgium.

Pursuant to Article 272 TFEU, the General Court or, on appeal, the Court of Justice of the
European Union, shall have sole jurisdiction to hear any dispute between the Agency and/or
the Union and any beneficiary concerning the interpretation, application or validity of this
Agreement, if such dispute cannot be settled amicably.

By virtue of Article 299 TFEU, for the purposes of recoveries within the meaning of Article
I1.26 or financial penalties, the Commission may adopt an enforceable decision to impose
pecuniary obligations on persons other than States. An action may be brought against such
decision before the General Court of the European Union pursuant to Article 263 TFEL.
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PART B - FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE I1.19 - ELIGIBLE COSTS - NOT APPLICABLE

ARTICLE 1i.20 — IDENTIFIABILITY AND VERIFIABILITY OF THE AMOUNTS
DECLARED

I1.20.1 Reimbursement of actual costs

Where, in accordance with Article L.3(a)(i), the grant takes the form of the reimbursement of
actual costs, the beneficiary must declare as eligible costs the costs it actually incurred for
the action.

If requested to do so in the context of the checks or audits described in Article I1.27, the
beneficiary must be able to provide adequate supporting documents to prove the costs
declared, such as contracts, invoices and accounting records. In addition, the beneficiary's
usual accounting and internal control procedures must permit direct reconciliation of the
amounts declared with the amounts recorded in its accounting statements as well as with the
amounts indicated in the supporting documents.

[1.20.2 Reimbursement of pre-determined unit costs or pre-determined unit contribution

Where, in accordance with Article 1.3(a)ii} or (b), the grant takes the form of the
reimbursement of unit costs or of a unit contribution, the beneficiary must declare as eligible
costs or as requested contribution the amount obtained by multiplying the amount per unit
specified in Article L3(a)(ii) or (b} by the actual number of units used or produced.

If requested to do so in the context of the checks or audits described in Article 1127, the
beneficiary must be able to provide adequate supporting documents to prove the number of
units declared. However, the beneficiary does not need to identify the actual eligible costs
covered or to provide supporting documents, notably accounting statements, to prove the
amount declared per unit.

I1.20.3 Reimbursement of pre-determined lump sum costs or pre-determined lump sum
contribution

Where, in accordance with Article L3(a)(iii} or (c), the grant takes the form of the
reimbursement of lump sum costs or of a lump sum contribution, the beneficiary must
declare as eligible costs or as requested contribution the global amount specified in Article
I.3(a)(iii} or {c), subject to the proper implementation of the corresponding tasks or part of
the action as described in Annex L.

If requested to do so in the context of the checks or audits described in Article 11.27, the
beneficiary must be able to provide adeguate supporting documents to prove the proper
implementation. However, the beneficiary does not need to identify the actual eligible costs
covered or to provide supporting documents, notably accounting statements, to prove the
amount declared as hamp sum.

1L.20.4 Reimbursement of pre-determined flat-rate costs or pre-determined flat-rate
contribution

Where, in accordance with Article 13(a)}iv) or (d), the grant takes the form of the
reimbursemeni of flat-rate costs or of a flat-rate coniribution, the beneficiary must declare as
eligible costs or as requested contribution the amount obtained by applying the flat rate
specified in Article 1.3(a)(iv) or (d).
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If requested to do so in the context of the checks or audits described in Article .27, the
beneficiary must be able to provide adequate supporting documents to prove the eligible
costs or requested coniribution to which the flat rate applics. However, the beneficiary does
not need to identify the actual eligible costs covered or to provide supporting documents,
notably accounting statements, for the flat rate applied.

Reimbursement of costs declared on the basis of the beneficiary's usual cost accounting
practices

Where, in accordance with Article [.3(a)(v), the grant takes the form of the reimbursement
of unit costs declared on the basis of the beneficiary's usual cost accounting practices, the
beneficiary must declare as eligible costs the amount obtained by multiplying the amount
per unit calculated in accordance with its usual cost accounting practices by the actual
number of units used or produced. If requested to do so in the context of the checks or audits
described in Article I1.27, the beneficiary must be able to provide adequate supporting
documents to prove the number of units declared.

Where, in accordance with Article L3(a)(v), the grant takes the form of the reimbursement
of lump sum costs declared on the basis of the beneficiary’s usual cost accounting practices,
the beneficiary must declare as eligible costs the global amount calculated in accordance
with its usual cost accounting practices, subject to the proper implementation of the
corresponding tasks or part of the action. If requested to do so in the context of the checks or
audits described in Article 1127, the beneficiary must be able to provide adequate supporting
documents to prove the proper implementation.

Where, in accordance with Article L3(a)(v), the grant takes the form of the reimbursement
of flat-rate costs declared on the basis of the beneficiary's usual cost accounting practices,
the beneficiary must declare as eligible costs the amount obtained by applying the flat rate
calculated in accordance with its usual cost accounting practices. If requested to do so in the
context of the checks or audits described in Article 1127, the beneficiary must be able to
provide adequate supporting documents to prove the eligible costs to which the flat rate
applies.

In all three cases provided for in the first, second and third subparagraphs, the beneficiary
does not need to identify the actual eligible costs covered, but it must ensure that the cost

accounting practices used for the purpose of declaring eligible costs are in compliance with
the following conditions:

(a)  the cost accounting practices used constitute its usual cost accounting practices and
are applied in a consistent manner, based on objective criteria independent from the
source of funding;

(b)  the costs declared can be directly reconciled with the amounts recorded in its general
accounts; and

(c)  the categories of costs used for the purpose of determining the costs declared are

exclusive of any ineligible cost or costs covered by other forms of grant in accordance
with Articie L.3.

Where the Special Conditions provide for the possibility for the beneficiary to request the
Agency to assess the compliance of its usual cost accounting practices, the beneficiary may
submit a request for assessment, which, where required by the Special Conditions, shall be
accompanied by a certificate on the compliance of the cost accounting practices (“certificate
on the compliance of the cost accounting practices™).

The certificate on the compliance of the cost accounting practices shall be produced by an

approved auditor or, in case of public bodies, by a competent and independent public
officer,
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The certificate shall certify that the beneficiary's cost accounting practices used for the
purpose of declaring eligible costs comply with the conditions laid down in the fourth
subparagraph and with the additional conditions which may be laid down in the Special
Conditions.

Where the Agency has confirmed that the usnal cost accounting practices of the beneficiary
are in compliance, costs declared in application of these practices shall not be challenged ex
post, provided that the practices actually used comply with those approved by the Agency
and that the beneficiary did not conceal any information for the purpose of their approval.

ARTICLE 1121 - ELIGIBILITY OF COSTS OF ENTITIES AFFILIATED TO THE
BENEFICIARIES

Where the Special Conditions contain a provision on entities affiliated to the bencficiaries, costs
incurred by such an entity are eligible, provided that they satisfy the same conditions under Artieles
I11.19 and I1.20 as apply to the beneficiary, and that the beneficiary the entity is affiliated to ensures
that the conditions applicable to him under Articles IL3, IL.4, IL.5, 117, I1.9, .10 and I1.27 are also
applicable to the entity.

ARTICLE 11.22 - BUDGET TRANSFERS

Without prejudice to Article IL10 and provided that the action is implemented as described in Annex
I, beneficiaries are allowed to adjust the estimated budget set out in Annex I by transfers between
themselves and between the different budget categories, without this adjustment being considered as
an amendment of the Agreement within the meaning of Article IT.12.

By way of derogation from the first subparagraph, should beneficiaries want to modify the value of
the contribution that each of them is entitled to as referred to in point (b) of Article 11.17.1 and point
(¢} of Article I1.26.3, the coordinator shall request an amendment in accordance to Article I1.12.

The first two subparagraphs do not apply to amounts which, in accordance with Article 1.3(a)(iii) or
(), take the form of lump sums.

ARTICLE I1.23 — TECHNICAL AND FINANCIAL REPORTING - REQUESTS FOR
PAYMENT AND SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS

I1.23.1 Requests for further pre-financing payments and supporting documents

Where, in accordance with Article 1.4.1, the pre-financing shall be paid in several instalments and
where Article 14.1 provides for a further pre-financing payment subject to having used all or part of
the previous instalment, the coordinator may submit a request for a further pre-financing payment
once the percentage of the previous instalment specified in Article [.4.1 has been used.

Where, in accordance with Article 1.4.1, the pre-financing shall be paid in several instalments and
where Article L4.1 provides for a further pre-financing payment at the end of a reporting period, the
coordinator shall submit a request for a further pre-financing payment within 60 days following the
end of each reporting period for which a new pre-financing payment is due,

In both cases, the request shall be accompanied by the following documents:

(a)  a progress report on implementation of the action (“technical report on progress™);

(b)  a statement on the amount of the previous pre-financing instalment used to cover costs of the
action (“statement on the use of the previous pre-financing instalment”), drawn up in
accordance with Annex VI

(c)  whererequired by Article 1.4.1, a financial guarantee; and
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(d) an updated report on the distribution of the Umnion financial contribution between the
beneficiaries, including amounts and dates of transfer.

IL.23.2 Requests for interim payments or for payment of the balance and supporting
documents

The coordinator shall submit a request for an interim payment or for payment of the balance within 60
days following the end of each reporting period for which, in accordance with Article 14,1, an interim
payment or the payment of the balance is due.

This request shall be accompanied by the following documents:

() an interim report (“interim technical report™) or, for the payment of the balance, a final report
on implementation of the action (“final technical report™), drawn up in accordance with Annex
V; the interim or final technical report must contain the information needed to justify the
eligible costs declared or the contribution requested on the basis of unit costs and lump sums
where the grant takes the form of the reimbursement of unit or lump sum costs or of a unit or
lump sum contribution in accordance with Article 1.3(a)(ii), (iii), (b} or (c), as well as
information on subcontracting as referred to in Article [1.10.2(d);

{b) an interim financial statement (“interim financial statement™) or, for the payment of the
balance, a final financial statement (“final financial statement’); the interim or final financial
statements must include a consolidated statement as well as a breakdown of the amounts
claimed by each beneficiary and its affiliated entities; they must be drawn up in accordance
with the structure of the estimated budget set out in Annex Il and with Annex VI and detail the
amounts for cach of the forms of grant set out in Auticle .3 for the reporting period concerned;

(¢} only for the payment of the balance, a summary financial statement (“summary financial
statement™); this statement must include a consolidated financial statement and a breakdown of
the amounts declared or requested by each beneficiary and its affiliated entities, aggregating the
financial statements already submitted previously and indicating the receipts referred to in
Article 11.25.3.2 for each beneficiary and its affiliated entities; it must be drawn up in
accordance with Annex VI;

{(d)  where required by Article 1.4.1 or for each beneficiary for which the total contribution in the
form of reimbursement of actual costs as referred to in Article 1.3(a)(i) is at least EUR 750 000
and which requests a reimbursement in that form of at least EUR 325 000 {when adding all
previous reimbursements in that form for which a certificate on the financial statements has not
been submitted), a certificate on the financial statements and underlying accounts (“certificate
on the financial statements™) ;

This certificate shall be produced by an approved auditor or, in case of public bodies, by a
competent and independent public officer and drawn up in accordance with Annex VII. It shall
certify that the costs declared in the interim or final financial statement by the beneficiary
concemed or its affiliated entities for the categories of costs reimbursed in accordance with
Article I.3(a)(i) are real, accurately recorded and eligible in accordance with the Agreement. In
addition, for the payment of the balance, it shall certify that all the receipts referred to in Article
11.25.3.2 have been declared; and

(e)  where required by Article 14.1, an operational verification report (“operational verification
report”), produced by an independent third party approved by the Agency and drawn up in
accordance with Annex VIIL

This report shall state that the actual implementation of the action as described in the interim or
final report complies with the conditions set out in the Agreement.
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(f¥ an updated report on the distribution of the Union financial contribution between the
beneficiaries, including amounts and dates of transfer.

The coordinator shall certify that the information provided in the request for interim payment or for
payment of the balance is full, reliable and true. It shall alse certify that the costs incurred can be
considered eligible in accordance with the Agreement and that the request for payment is
substantiated by adequate supporting documents that can be produced in the context of the checks or
audits described in Article I1.27. In addition, for the payment of the balance, it shall certify that all the
receipts referred to in Article 11.25.3.2 have been declared.

1.23.3 Non-submission of docnments

Where the coordinator has failed to submit a request for interim payment or payment of the balance
accompanied by the documents referred to above within 60 days following the end of the
corresponding reporting period and where the coordinator still fails to submit such a request within 60
days following a written reminder sent by the Agency, the Agency reserves the righi to terminate the
Agreement in accordance with Article I1.16.3.1(c), with the effects described in the third and the
fourth subparagraphs of Article I1.16.4,

IL23.4 Currency for requests for payment and financial statements and conversion into euro
Requests for payment and financial statements shall be drafied in euro,

Beneficiaries with general accounts in a currency other than the euro shall convert costs incurred in
another currency into euro at the average of the daily exchange rates published in the C series of
Official Journal of the European Union, determined over the corresponding reporting period. Where
no daily euro exchange rate is published in the Official Journal of the Furopean Union for the
cwrrency in question, conversion shall be made at the average of the monthly accounting rates
¢stablished by the Commission and published on its website
(http://ec.curopa.cw/budgel/contracts_srants/info _contracts/inforeuro/inforeuro_en.cfm),  determined
over the corresponding reporting period.

Beneficiaries with general accounts in curo shall convert costs incurred in another currency into euro
according to their usual accounting practices.

ARTICLE I1.24 - PAYMENTS AND PAYMENT ARRANGEMENTS
I1.24.1 Pre-financing
The pre-financing is intended to provide the beneficiaries with a float.

Without prejudice to Article I1.24.6, where Article 1.4.1 provides for a pre-financing payment upon
entry into force of the Agreement, the Agency shall pay to the coordinator within 30 days following
that date or, where required by Article 1.4.1, following receipt of the financial guarantee.

Where payment of pre-financing is conditional on receipt of a financial guarantee, the financial
guarantee shall fulfill the following conditions:

{a) it 1s provided by a bank or an approved financial institution or, at the request of the coordinator
and acceptance by the Agency, by a third party;

(b) the guarantor stands as first-call guarantor and does not reguire the Agency and/or the
Commission to have recourse against the principal debtor (i.e. the beneficiary concerned); and
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(¢} it provides that it remains in force until the pre-financing is cleared against interim payments or
payment of the balance by the Agency and, in case the payment of the balance is made in the
form of a debit note, three months after the debit note is notified to a beneficiary. The Agency
shail release the guarantee within the following month.

IL24.2 Further pre-financing payments

Without prejudice to Articles 11.24.5 and 11.24.6, on receipt of the documents referred to in Article
I1.23.1, the Agency shall pay to the coordinator the new pre-financing instalment within 60 days.

Where the statement on the use of the previous pre-financing instalment submitted in accordance with
Article I1.23.1 shows that less than 70% of the previous pre-financing instalment paid has been used
to cover costs of the action, the amount of the new pre-financing 10 be paid shall be reduced by the
difference between the 70% threshold and the amount used.

I1.24.3 Interim payments

Interim payments are intended to reimburse or cover the eligible costs incurred for the implementation
of the action during the corresponding reporting periods.

Without prejudice to Articles 11.24.5 and I1.24.6, on receipt of the documents referred to in Article
I1.23.2, the Agency shall pay to the coordinator the amount due as interim payment within the time
limit specified in Article 1.4.2,

This amount shall be determined following approval of the request for interim payment and of the
accompanying documents and in accordance with the fourth, fifth and sixth subparagraphs. Approval
of the request for interim payment and of the accompanying documents shall not imply recognition of

the regularity or of the authenticity, completeness and correctness of the declarations and information
it contains.

Without prejudice to any ceiling set out in Article L4.1 and to Articles I1.24.5 and 11.24 6, the amount

due as interim payment shall be determined as follows:

(a)  where, in accordance with Article 1.3(a), the grant takes the form of the reimbursement of
eligible costs, the amount obtained by application of the reimbursement rate specified in that
Article to the eligible costs of the action approved by the Agency for the concerned reporting
period and the corresponding categories of costs, beneficiaries and affiliated entities; if Article
L.4.1 specifies another reimbursement rate, this other rate shall be applied instead;

(b}  where, in accordance with Article 1.3(b), the grant takes the form of a unit contribution, the
amount obtained by multiplying the unit contribution specified in that Article by the actual
number of units approved by the Agency for the concerned reporting period and for the
corresponding beneficiaries and affiliated entities;

(¢}  where, in accordance with Article 1.3(c), the grant takes the form of a lump sum contribution,
the lump sum specified in that Article for the corresponding beneficiaries and affiliated entities,
subject to approval by the Agency of the proper implementation during the concemed reporting
period of the corresponding tasks or part of the action in accordance with Annex I;

(d)  where, in accordance with Article .3(d), the grant takes the form of a flat-rate contribution, the
amount obtained by applying the flat rate referred to in that Article to the eligible costs or to the
contribution accepted by the Agency for the concerned reporting period and the corresponding
beneficiaries and affiliated entities.

Where Article 1.3 provides for a combination of different forms of grant, these amounts shall be
added.
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Where Article 1.4.1 requires that the infterim payment clears all or part of the pre-financing paid to the
beneficiaries, the amount of pre-financing to be cleared shall be deducted from the amount due as
interim payment, as determined in accordance with the fourth and fifth subparagraphs.

I1.24.4 Payment of the balance

The payment of the balance, which may not be repeated, is intended to reimburse or cover after the
end of the period set out in Article 1.2.2 the remaining part of the eligible costs incurred by the
beneficiaries for its implementation. Where the total amount of earlier payments is greater than the
final amount of the grant determined in accordance with Article 1125, the payment of the balance may
take the form of a recovery as provided for by Article I11.26.

Without prejudice to Articles 11.24.5 and 11.24.6, on receipt of the documents referred to in Article

11.23.2, the Agency shall pay the amount due as the balance within the time limit specified in Article
14.2.

This amount shall be determined following approval of the request for payment of the balance and of
the accompanying documents and in accordance with the fourth subparagraph. Approval of the
request for payment of the balance and of the accompanying documents shall not imply recognition of

the regularity or of the authenticity, completeness and correctness of the declarations and information
it contains.,

The amount due as the balance shall be determined by deducting, from the final amount of the grant
determined in accordance with Article I1.25, the total amount of pre-financing and interim payments
already made.

IL.245 Suspension of the time limit for payment

The Agency may suspend the time limit for payment specified in Articles 14.2 and 11.24.2 at any time
by formally notifying the coordinator that its request for payment cammot be met, either because it
does not comply with the provisions of the Agreement, or because the appropriate supporting
documents have not been produced, or because there is doubt about the eligibility of the costs
declared in the financial statement,

The coordinator shall be notified as soon as possible of any such suspension, together with the reasons
thereof.

Suspension shall take effect on the date when notification is sent by the Agency. The remaining
payment period shall start to run again from the date on which the requested information or revised
documents are received or the necessary further verification, inchuding on-the-spot checks, is carried
out. Where the suspension exceeds two months, the coordinator may request a decision by the Agency
on whether the suspension is to be continued.

Where the time limit for payment has been suspended following the rejection of one of the technical
reports or financial statements provided for by Article 11.23 and the new report or statement submitted

is also rejected, the Agency reserves the right to terminate the Agreement in accordance with Article
I1.16.3.1(c), with the effects described in Article I1.16.4.

IL24.6 Suspension of payments

The Agency may, at any time during the implementation of the Agreement, suspend the pre-financing
payments, interim payments or payment of the balance for all beneficiaries, or suspend the pre-
financing payments or interim payments for any one or several beneficiaries:

(a)  if the Agency has evidence that a beneficiary has committed substantial errors, irregularities or
fraud in the award procedure or in the implementation of the grant, or if a beneficiary fails to
comply with its obligations under the Agreement;
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(b) if the Agency has evidence that a beneficiary has committed systemic or recurrent errors,
irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations under other grants funded by the Union or by the
European Atomic Energy Community which were awarded to that beneficiary under similar
conditions, provided that those errors, irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations have a
material impact on this grant; or

(c) if the Agency suspects substantial errors, imregularities, fraud or breach of obligations
committed by a beneficiary in the award procedure or in the implementation of the Agreement
and needs to verify whether they have actually occurred.

Before suspending payments, the Agency shall formally notify the coordinator of its intention to
suspend payments, specifying the reasons thereof and, in the cases referred to in points (a) and (b} of
the first subparagraph, the necessary conditions for resuming payments. The coordinator shall be
invited to make any observations on behalf of ail beneficiaries within 30 calendar days from receipt of
this notification.

If, after examination of the observations submitted by the coordinator, the Agency decides to stop the
procedure of payment suspension, the Agency shall formally notify the coordinator thereof.

If no observations have been submitted or if, despite the observations submitted by the coordinator,
the Agency decides to pursue the procedure of payment suspension, it may suspend payments by
formally notifying the coordinator, specifying the reasons for the suspension and, in the cases referred
to in points (a) and (b) of the first subparagraph, the definitive conditions for TESUNLNE payments of,
in the case referred to in peint (¢} of the first subparagraph, the indicative date of completion of the
necessary verification.

The coordmnator shall inform the other beneficiaries immediately, The suspension of payments shall
take effect on the date when the notification is sent by the Agency.

In order to resume payments, the beneficiaries shall endeavour to meet the notified conditions as soon
as possible and shall mform the Agency of any progress made in this respect.

The Agency shall, as soon as it considers that the conditions for resuming payments have been met or
the necessary verification, including on-the-spot checks, has been carried out, formally notify the
coordinator thereof,

During the period of suspension of payments and without prejudice to the right to suspend the
implementation of the action in accordance with Article I1.15.1 or to terminate the Agreement or the
participation of a beneficiary in accordance with Article IL16.1 and Article I1.16.2, the coordinator is
not entitled to submit any requests for payments and supporting decuments referred to in Article 11.23
or, where the suspension concerns the pre-financing payments or interim payments for one or several
beneficiaries only, any requests for payments and supporting documents relating to the participation
of the concerned beneficiary or beneficiaries in the action.

The corresponding requests for payments and supporting documents may be submitted as soon as
possible after resumption of payments or may be included in the first request for payment due
following resumption of payments in accordance with the schedule laid down in Article 1.4.1.

I1.24.7 Notification of amounts due

The Agency shall formally notify the amounts due, specifying whether it is a further pre-financing
payment, an interim payment or the payment of the balance. In the case of payment of the balance, it
shall also specify the final amount of the grant determined in accordance with Article I1.25.
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I11.24.8 Interest on late payment

On expiry of the time limits for payment specified in Articles 1.4.2, 11.24.1 and I1.24.2, and without
prejudice to Articles I1.24.5 and I1.24.6, the beneficiaries are entitled to interest on late payment at the
rate applied by the European Central Bank for jts main refinancing operations in euros {"the reference
rate"), plus three and a half points. The reference rate shall be the rate in force on the first day of the

month in which the time limit for payment expires, as published in the C seties of the Official Journal
of the European Union,

The first subparagraph shall not apply where all beneficiaries are Member States of the Union,
including regional and local government anthorities and other public bodies acting in the name and on
behalf of the Member State for the purpose of this Agreement.

The suspension of the time limit for payment in accordance with Article 11.24.5 or of payment by the
Agency in accordance with Article IL.24.6 may not be considered as late payment.

Interest on late payment shall cover the period rumming from the day following the due date for
payment, up to and inchiding the date of actual payment as established in Article 11.24.10. The interest
payable shall not be considered for the purposes of determining the final amount of grant within the
meaning of Article I1.25.3,

By way of derogation from the first subparagraph, when the calculated interest is lower than or equal
to EUR 200, it shall be paid to the coordinator only upon request submitted within two months of
receiving late payment.

I1.24.9 Currency for payments

Payments by the Agency shall be made in euro.

I1L24.10 Date of payment

Payments by the Agency shall be deemed to be effected on the date when they are debited to the
Commission's account.

1,.24.11 Costs of payment transfers
Costs of the payment transfers shall be borne in the following way:

(a) costs of transfer charged by the bank of the Agency and/or the Commission shall be borne by
the Agency and/or the Commission;

(b)  costs of transfer charged by the bank of a beneficiary shall be bome by the beneficiary;

(c}  all costs of repeated transfers caused by one of the parties shall be bome by the party which
caused the repetition of the transfer.

I1.24.12 Payments to the coordinator

Payments to the coordinator shall discharge the Agency from its payment obligation.
ARTICLE IL25 - DETERMINING THE FINAL AMOUNT OF THE GRANT
IL25.1 Calculation of the final amount

Without prejudice to Articles 11.25.2, 11.25.3 and I11.25.4, the final amount of the grant shall be
determined as follows:
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where, in accordance with Article 1.3(a), the grant takes the form of the reimbursement of
eligible costs, the amount obtained by application of the reimbursement rate specified in that
Article to the eligible costs of the action approved by the Agency for the corresponding
categories of costs, beneficiaries and affiliated entities;

the lump sum specified in that Article for the corresponding beneficiaries and affiliated entities,
subject to approval by the Agency of the proper implementation of the corresponding tasks or
part of the action in accordance with Amnex I;

where, in accordance with Article 1.3(d), the grant takes the form of a flat-rate contribution, the
amount obtained by applying the flat rate referred to in that Article to the eligible costs or to the
conttibution accepted by the Agency for the corresponding beneficiaries and affiliated entities.

Where Article 1.3 provides for a combination of different forms of grant, these amounts shall be
added.

I1.25.2 Maximum amount

The total amount paid to the beneficiaries by the Agency may in no circumstances exceed the
maximum amount specified in Article I.3.

Where the amount determined in accordance with Article H.25.1 exceeds this maximum amouit, the
final amount of the grant shall be limited to the maximum amount specified in Article L.3.

H.25.3 No-profit rule and taking into account of receipts

11.25.3.1 The grant may not produce a profit for the beneficiaries, unless specified otherwise in

the Special Conditions. "Profit" shall mean a surplus of the receipts over the eligible
costs of the action.

I1.254 Reduction for poor, partial or late implementation

If the action is not implemented or is implemented poorly, partially or late, the Agency may reduce
the grant initially provided for, in line with the actual implementation of the action according to the
terms laid down in the Agreement.

ARTICLE IL.26 - RECOVERY
E.26.1 Recovery at the time of payment of the balance

Where the payment of the balance takes the form of a recovery, the coordinator shall repay

the Agency the amount in question, even if it has not been the final recipient of the amount
due.

I1.26.2 Recovery after payment of the balance

Where an amount is to be recovered in accordance with Articles I1.27.6, 11.27.7 and 11,27.8,
the beneficiary concemned by the audit or OLAF findings shall repay the Agency the amount
in question. Where the audit findings do not concern a specific beneficiary, the coordinator
shall repay the Agency the amount in question, even if it has not been the final recipient of
the amount due.

Each beneficiary shall be responsible for the repayment of any amount unduly paid by the
Agency as a contribution towards the costs incurred by its affiliated entities.

11.26.3 Recovery procedure

Before recovery, the Agency shall formally notify the beneficiary concerned of its intention
to recover the amount unduly paid, specifying the amount due and the reasons for recovery
and inviting the beneficiary to make any observations within a specified period.

(a) by offsetting it against any amounts owed to the beneficiary concerned by the Union
or the European Atomic Energy Community (Euratom) (“offsetting™); in exceptional
circumstances, justified by the necessity to safeguard the financial interests of the
Union, the Agency may recover by offsetting before the due date; the beneficiary’s
prior consent shall not be required; an action may be brought against such offsetting
before the General Court of the European Union pursuant to Article 263 TFEU:;

(b) by drawing on the financial guarantee where provided for in accordance with Article
[4.1 (*drawing on the financial guarantee”);

(c) by holding the beneficiaries jointly and severally liable up to the value of the
contribution that the beneficiary held liable is entitled to receive. This contribution
shall be that indicated in the estimated budget breakdown as set out in Annex IIT as
last amended;

(d) by taking legal action in accordance with Article TL18.2 or with the Special
Conditions or by adopting an enforceable decision in accordance with Article I1.18.3.

For the purposes of point (c) of the third subparagraph, the beneficiaries shall not be jointly
and severally liable for financial penaltics which could be imposed on any defaulting
beneficiary in accordance with Article I1.17.

H.26.4 Interest on late payment

If payment has not been made by the date set out in the debit note, the amount due shall bear
interest at the rate established in Article I1.24.8. Interest on late payment shall cover the
period running from the day following the due date for payment, up to and including the
date when the Agency and/or the Commission actually receives payment in full of the
outstanding amount.

Any partial payment shall first be appropriated against charges and interest on late payment
and then against the principal.

I01.26.5 Bank charges

Bank charges incurred in connection with the recovery of the sums owed to the Agency
and/or the Commission shall be borne by the beneficiary concerned except where Directive
2007/64/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 13 November 2007 on
payment services in the intemal market amending Directives 97/7/EC, 2002/65/EC,
2005/60/EC and 2006/48/EC and repealing Directive 97/5/EC applies.

ARTICLE I1.27 - CHECKS, AUDITS AND EVALUATION
[1.27.1 Technical and financial checks, audits, interim and final evaluations

The Agency and/or the Commission may carry out technical and financial checks and audits in
relation to the use of the grant. It may also check the statutory records of the beneficiaries for the
purpose of periodic assessments of lump sum, unit cost or flat-rate amounts.

Information and documents provided in the framework of checks or audits shall be treated on a
confidential basis.

In addition, the Agency and/or the Commission may carry out interim or final evaluation of the
impact of the action measured against the objective of the Union programme concemned.

Checks, audits or evaluations made by the Agency and/or the Commission may be carried out either
directly by its own staff or by any other outside body anthorised to do o on its behalf,

Such checks, audits or evaluations may be initiated during the implementation of the Agreement and
for a period of five years starting from the date of payment of the balance. This period shail be Limited
to three years in case the maximum amount specified in Article I3 is not more than EUR 60 000.

The check, andit or evaluation procedure shall be deemed to be initiated on the date of receipt of the
letter of the Agency or the Commission announcing it.
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IL.27.2 Duty to keep documents

The beneficiaries shall keep all original documents, especially accounting and tax records, stored on
any appropriate medium, including digitalised originals when they are authorised by their respective
national law and under the conditions laid down thereir, for a period of five years starting from the
date of payment of the balance.

This period shall be limited to three years if the maximum amount specified in Article 1.3 is not more
than EUR 60 000.

The periods set out in the first and second subparagraphs shall be longer if there are on-going audits,
appeals, litigation or pursuit of claims concerning the grant, including in the case referred to in Article
I1.27.7. In such cases, the beneficiaries shall keep the documents until such audits, appeals, litigation
or pursuit of claims are closed.

I1.27.3 Obligation te provide information

Where a check, audit or evaluation is initiated before the payment of the balance, the coordinator shall
provide any information, including information in electronic format, requested by the Agency and/or
Commission or by any other outside body authorised by it, Where appropriate, the Agency and/or the
Commission may request such information to be provided directly by a beneficiary.

Where a check or audit is initiated after payment of the balance, such information shall be provided
by the beneficiary concerned.

In case the beneficiary concerned does not comply with the obligations set out in the first and second
subparagraphs, the Agency and/or the Commission may consider:

(a) any cost insufficiently substantiated by information provided by the beneficiary as ineligible;

() any unit, lump sum or flat-rate contribution insufficiently substantiated by information
provided by the beneficiary as undue.

I1.27.4 On-the-spot visits

During an on-the-spot visit, the beneficiaries shall allow Agency and/or Commission staff and outside
personnel authorised by the Agency and/or by the Commission to have access to the sites and
premises where the action is or was carried out, and to all the necessary information, including
information in electronic format.

They shall ensuze that the information is readily available at the moment of the on-the-spot visit and
that information requested is handed over in an appropriate form.

In case the beneficiary concerned refuses to provide access to the sites, premises and information in
accordance with the first and second subparagraphs, the Agency and/or the Commission may
consider:

{a) any cost insufficiently substantiated by information provided by the beneficiary as ineligible;

(b) any unit, lump sum or flat-rate contribution insufficiently substantiated by information
provided by the beneficiary as undue.
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I1.27.5 Coutradictory andit procedure

On the basis of the findings made during the audit, a provisional report (“draft audit report™) shall be
drawn up. It shall be sent by the Agency and/er the Commission or its authorised representative to the
beneficiary concerned, which shall have 30 days from the date of receipt to submit observations. The
final report (“final audit report™) shall be sent to the beneficiary concerned within 90 days of expiry of
the time limit for submission of observations, unless the observations submitted by the beneficiary
lead to further audit work, checks or discussions by the Agency and/or the Commission or its
authorised representative.

IL27.6 Effects of audit findings

On the basis of the final audit findings, the Agency and/or the Commission may take the measures
which it considers necessary, including recovery at the time of payment of the balance or after
payment of the balance of all or part of the payments made by it, in accordance with Article 11.26.

In the case of final audit findings made after the payment of the balance, the amount to be recovered
shall correspond to the difference between the revised final amount of the grant, determined in
accordance with Article I1.23, and the total amount paid to the beneficiaries under the Agreement for
the implementation of the action.

[1.27.7 Correction of systemic or recurrent errors, irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations

IL27.79.1  The Agency and/or the Commission may take all measures which it considers necessary,
including recovery at the time of payment of the balance or after payment of the balance

of all or part of the payments made by it under the Agreement, in accordance with
Article I1.26, where the following conditions are fulfilled:

(a) the beneficiary is found, on the basis of an audit of other grants awarded to it under
similar conditions, to have committed systemic or recurrent errors, irregularities,
fraud or breach of obligations that have a material impact on this grant; and

(b) the final andit report containing the findings of the systemic or recurrent errors,
irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations i3 received by the beneficiary within
the period referred to in Article I1.27.1.

1L27.7.2 The Agency and/or the Commission shall determine the amount to be corrected under
the Agreement:

{a) wherever possible and practicable, on the basis of costs unduly declared as eligible
under the Agreement.

For that purpose, the beneficiary concerned shall revise the financial statements
submitted under the Agreement taking account of the findings and resubmit them
to the Agency and/or the Commission within 60 days from the date of receipt of
the final audit report containing the findings of the systemic or recurrent errors,
irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations.

In the case of systemic or recurrent errors, irregularities, fraud or breach of
obligations found after the payment of the balance, the amount to be recovered
shall correspond to the difference between the revised final amount of the grant,
determined in accordance with Article 1125 on the basis of the revised eligible
costs declared by the beneficiary and approved by the Agency and/or by the
Commission, and the total amount paid to the beneficiaries under the Agreement
for the implementation of the action;
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(b} where it is not possible or practicable to quantify precisely the amount of ineligible

(©)

costs under the Agreement, by extrapolating the correction rate applied to the
eligible costs for the grants for which the systemic or recurrent errors or
irregularities have been found.

The Agency and/or the Commission shall formally notify the extrapolation method
to be applied to the beneficiary concerned, which shall have 60 days from the date
of receipt of the notification to submit observations and to propese a duly
substantiated altemative method.

If the Agency and/or the Comnmission accepts the alternative method proposed by
the beneficiary, it shall formally notify the beneficiary concerned thereof and
determine the revised eligible costs by applying the accepted alternative method.

If no observations have been submitted or if the Agency and/or the Commission
does not accept the observations or the altemative method proposed by the
beneficiary, the Agency and /or the Commission shall formally notify the
beneficiary concerned thereof and determine the revised eligible costs by applying
the extrapolation method initially notified to the beneficiary.

In the case of systemic or recwrrent emors, irregularities, fraud or breach of
obligations found after the payment of the balance, the amount to be recovered
shall correspond to the difference between the revised final amount of the grant,
determined in accordance with Article I1.25 on the basis of the revised eligible
costs after extrapolation, and the total amount paid to the beneficiaries under the
Agreement for the implementation of the action; or

where ineligible costs cannot serve as a basis for determining the amount to be
corrected, by applying a flat rate correction to the maximum amount of the grant
specified in Article 13 or part thereof, having regard to the principle of
proportionality.

The Agency and/or the Commission shall formally notify the flat rate to be applied
to the beneficiary concerned, which shall have 60 days from the date of receipt of
the notification to submit observations and to propose a duly substantiated
alternative flat rate.

If the Agency and/or the Commission accepts the alternative flat rate proposed by
the beneficiary, it shall formally notify the beneficiary concerned thereof and
correct the grant amount by applying the accepted alternative flat rate.

If no observations have been submitted or if the Agency and/or the Commission
does not accept the observations or the alternative flat rate proposed by the
beneficiary, the Agency and/or the Commission shall formally notify the
beneficiary concerned thereof and correct the grant amount by applying the flat
rate initially notified to the beneficiary.

In the case of systemic or recurrent errors, irregularities, fraud or breach of
obligations found after the payment of the balance, the amount to be recovered
shall correspond to the difference between the revised final amount of the grant
after flat-rate correction and the total amount paid to the beneficiaries under the
Agreement for the implementation of the action.
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I1.27.8 Checks and inspections by OLAF

The European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF) shall have the same rights as the Agency and the
Commission, notably right of access, for the purpose of checks and investigations.

By virtue of Council Regulation (Euratom, EC) No 2185/96 of 11 November 1996 concerning on-
the-spot checks and inspections carried out by the Commission in order to protect the European
Communities' financial interests against fraud and other irregularities and Regulation (EU,
EURATOM) No 883/2013 of the Europcan Parliament and the Council of 11 September 2013
concerning investigations conducted by the European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF), OLAF may also
carry out on-the-spot checks and inspections in accordance with the procedures laid down by Union
faw for the protection of the financial interests of the Union against frand and other irregularities.

Where appropriate, OLAF findings may lead to recovery by the Agency and/or the Comumission.
I1.27.9 Checks and audits by the European Court of Auditors

The European Court of Auditors shall have the same rights as the Agency and the Commission,
notably right of access, for the purpose of checks and audits.

Calendario de implantacion, con determinacion del curso académico de inicio yn2 de
plazas.

Se trata de un titulo de Master oficial ERASMUS MUNDUS de dos afios de duraciéon a tiempo
completo, para alumnos de postgrado, con un total de 120 ECTS distribuidos a lo largo de 4
semestres. La docencia en los dos primeros semestres se realiza alternativamente en Suecia
(SLU) o Francia (LAS), mientras que los dos segundos semestres se realizan o bien en Espania
(UPV), o en Finlandia (HU) o en Turquia (EgeU), vease Fig 1. Toda la docencia se realizard en
inglés salvo en el caso de la UPV en que la docencia sera en castellano.
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Fig 1. Distribucidn de la docencia en los dos afios de duracién del Master.

La primera edicién del Master comenzard en el préoximo curso 2018-2019. En base al numero
de becas otorgadas por la Comision Europea para esta primera edicidon del master (a repartir
entre las dos universidades europeas que ofertan el primer curso del master) el nimero de
estudiantes sera de 21 a repartir entre las universidades que imparten docencia el primer
curso (SLU y LAS). Ademas, se deja abierta la opcidon de matricula a alumnos no becados por el
Programa Erasmus Plus: EMJMD, fijAndose en 30 el nimero maximo de estudiantes
admisibles en el master.

Los candidatos elegibles para el Master Erasmus Mundus en mejora vegetal / Erasmus Mundus
master degree in plant breeding-emPLANT, han de ser graduados en disciplina de ciencias
procedentes de todo el mundo, con buenas calificaciones.
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2. Justificacion del master, con argumentacion de su interés académico, cientifico o
profesional.

El Master Universitario Erasmus Mundus en mejora genética vegetal / Erasmus Mundus
master degree in plant breeding (emPLANT) es el fruto de varios afios de trabajo
preparatorio. Asi el master lo ofrece un consorcio de universidades europeas lideres en el
campo del mejoramiento vegetal, biologia vegetal, technologia de semillas y estd avalado por
la concesidon por parte de la Unidn Europea de una ayuda EMJMD- Erasmus Mundus master
program in Plant Breeding (nimero de Proyecto 586618-EPP-1-2017-1-FR-EPPKA1-JMD-
MOB).

El objetivo de emPLANT es remediar a la falta de mejoradores de plantas altamente
cualificados a nivel de maestria con un programa de capacitaciéon que combina: ciencia
(agronomia, técnicas de mejoramiento convencional, genética, cultivo in vitro, biotecnologia,
bioinformatica y analisis big data), gestidon (gestion de proyectos, contabilidad), derecho
(derechos de propiedad intelectual), competencia intercultural y competencias linglisticas. El
interés académico, cientifico y profesinal se sustenta en varios factores que se describen a
continuacion:

- Importancia de la mejora genética vegetal en el contexto de la agricultura actual y cambio
climatico

Como sefiala el Joint Research Centre (JRC), "la innovacién en el mejoramiento de las plantas
es necesaria para enfrentar los desafios de los cambios globales como el crecimiento
demografico y el cambio climatico" (Lusser et al. 2011). Noleppa (2016) confirmé esta tesis
con un reciente informe sobre "el valor econdmico, social y medioambiental del
fitomejoramiento en la Uniéon Europea". El estudio muestra que la innovacién en el
mejoramiento de plantas en los Ultimos 15 afios ha aumentado la productividad en la
agricultura de la UE en un 74%. Ademds, el estudio revela que en el campo de los cultivos
herbaceos se han evitado 3,4 billones de toneladas de emisiones directas de CO,, se han
ahorrado 55 mil millones m* de agua, se han creado aproximadamente 70.000 empleos y
hasta el 30% de los ingresos anuales de un agricultor de la UE se generan d por
mejoramiento de plantas. Esto muestra la contribucidn significativa de la mejora vegetal para
lograr la seguridad alimentaria y nutricional, y los objetivos del cambio climatico en Europa y
el mundo. Como recordatorio, en menos de 25 afios se espera que la poblacion mundial
aumente a 9 mil millones personas y la produccidn agricola tendra que aumentar en un 70%
para asegurar los alimentos suministrados (FAO).

- Alta demanda de mejoradores de plantas

El desarrollo y la liberacidn de nuevas variedades, junto con las actividades asociadas, es uno
de los campos de la tecnologia con mayor proyeccidon y demanda previsible en el futuro. El
mercado de semillas y otros materiales de propagacion es uno de los mas dinamicos; el valor
anual de la produccion de semillas comerciales en todo el mundo alcanza €30 mil millones
(Ragonnaud, 2013). Se estima que el fitomejoramiento ha generado incrementos del 60% en
la productividad de las plantas cultivadas (Bradshaw, 2016). En la actualidad, con la
integracién de nuevas herramientas de biotecnologia, el potencial de esta disciplina se ha
multiplicado. A nivel mundial, mds de 80 millones hectdreas ya estan cultivadas con
variedades obtenidas por la combinacién de la mejora convencional con técnicas
biotecnoldgicas, y en algunos cultivos, como la soja, mas del 80% de la superficie mundial se
basa en nuevos cultivares (ISAAA, 2016).

Europa es el principal exportador mundial de semillas. La industria de la semilla en Europa
tiene una facturacion de aproximadamente 6.800 millones de euros (39% cereales y
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legumbres, 26% maiz, 14% semilla de patata, 11% horticola), y cubre un total de 7.200
empresas de diferentes tamafios. En la UE, 50.000 personas trabajan en el sector de las
semillas, de las cuales una cuarta parte estd dedicada a la mejora y la investigacion.

En los Estados Unidos, recientemente la Coalicion para una Fuerza de Trabajo Agricola
Sostenible llevé a cabo una encuesta entre sus empresas miembros (Bayer Crop Science,
Dow agro Sciences, DuPont Pioneer Hi-cried, DuPont Crop Protection, Monsanto, Syngenta)
para comprender mejor sus necesidades proyectadas a corto plazo para la contratacién de
cientificos agricolas domésticos. Las respuestas de las seis compafiias mas grandes de las
ciencias de la vida demuestran que esperan contratar a mas de 1.000 empleados a tiempo
completo en el plazo de dos afios, representando el 13% de su mano de obra cientifica
agricola actual. El mayor numero de cientificos agricolas a contratar (84% del total) son de las
disciplinas de agronomia, mejoramiento de plantas/genética y proteccion de plantas. Todos
los encuestados anticipan los desafios para encontrar candidatos calificados.

El centro de mejoramiento de plantas de lllinois analiza la demanda de mejoradores de
plantas en los préximos anos
(http://plantbreeding.lllinois.edu/Why_Choose_A_Career_In_Plant_Breeding.html):
actualmente hay aproximadamente 2200 mejoradores de plantas en los Estados Unidos. Se
espera que el 50% de ellos se jubilen en los préoximos 10-15 afios. Sobre la base de una tasa
prevista del 15% de crecimiento del empleo en la industria de las semillas, pueden ser
necesarios 1.430 nuevos graduados con un MSC o PhD en mejoramiento de plantas en los
préximos 10 afios. Esto es ~ 140 por afio. Menos de 70 de los estudiantes de PhD/MSC son
entrenados por las 8 instituciones primarias de los Estados Unidos que contribuyen a este
grupo. En Europa (Estados miembros de la UE 15) el nimero de empleados en el sector de las
semillas privadas asciende a 30.000, de los cuales 5.000 son mejoradores de plantas en mas
de 600 estaciones de mejora (JRC Plant Breeding for EU-based Economy, 2013). Se puede
estimar que la oferta actual de mejoradores de plantas es inferior al 50% de la demanda.

También cabe destacar que el desarrollo y crecimiento de este sector no sélo se produce en
Europa y en otros paises desarrollados, sino que hay un crecimiento significativo del sector
en los paises en desarrollo, donde el uso de semillas mejoradas se esta convirtiendo en una
practica comun. Ademds, también existe una importante demanda de expertos en
mejoramiento de plantas en organismos de certificacién, como la UPOV, estaciones
experimentales y centros publicos de investigacién, desarrollo e innovacién y conservacion
de centros de diversidad agricola dedicados a la mejoramiento y seleccidn de material
vegetal. Es por ello que, a nivel mundial, el sector de la mejora de plantas necesita
especialistas con un alto grado de formacién que conozcan y puedan combinar y aplicar las
metodologias derivadas de las técnicas convencionales con las de las nuevas biotecnologias
(marcadores moleculares, en cultivo de vitro, transformacion genética, etc.) para el
desarrollo de nuevas variedades

- Falta de lideres de proyectos de mejora de plantas calificados

Europa cuenta con excelentes universidades y centros de investigacion en el campo de la
mejora de plantas. A pesar de ello, las empresas de mejora de plantas a veces no encuentran
candidatos idéneos con sélidas competencias:

“Las empresas de suministros agricolas dependen cada vez mas de una fuerza de trabajo
multidisciplinaria y altamente capacitada, y tienen una clara necesidad de mdas empleados
con nivel de maestria o doctorado en los préoximos 5-10 afios. Pero si bien existe una
creciente necesidad de desarrollar e implementar técnicas basadas en los nuevos desarrollos
de la biologia, la experiencia préctica sigue siendo una habilidad clave necesaria para traer
nuevas y mejor adaptadas variedades de plantas al mercado. El enorme potencial ofrecido
por la investigacion, la educacidn y la formacién en nuevas areas de la biologia vegetal, debe
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ser equilibrado por la adquisicion de habilidades en areas tan fundamentales como la
fisiologia vegetal, la mejora, la citologia y la bioquimica" . Educating and Training the next
Generation - An Education Action Plan to 2020, The European Technology Platform (ETP)
“Plants for the Future”.

La ETP "plantas para el futuro" ha llevado a cabo tres consultas entre sus miembros
identificando las areas con habilidades dificiles de encontrar. Las habilidades importantes
que no se pueden encontrar suficientemente entre los candidatos son: Estadistica, genética,
mejoramiento de plantas, bioinformatica, analisis de datos, Agronomia (nutricién vegetal,
Ciencias del suelo, Fitopatologia, gestion de semillas), bioquimica, derechos de propiedad de
la propiedad intelectual, genética molecular, biologia celular, ensayos de campo,
especialistas en marcadores, comunicacidn, gestion/negocios, etc.

El mejorador de plantas de hoy (y de mafiana) necesita dominar conceptos de mejora clasica
y molecular moderna. Ademads de tener conocimientos practicos sobre el crecimiento de las
plantas, comprender su biologia reproductiva y conocer las posibilidades y limitaciones de la
reproduccion/seleccidn, necesita tener habilidades en biologia molecular, bioinformatica,
gestion y estadistica avanzada.

- Falta de programas educativos integrales de mejoramiento de plantas a nivel de Master y
doctorado

El sector de la educacién en el mejoramiento de plantas estd pasando por cambios
profundos. Muchos programas educativos se centran sélo en el lado de la biotecnologia de la
mejora de plantas y muchos sélo en el lado tradicional de la agronomia. Raras veces se
incluyen las nuevas tecnologias, como el andlisis de datos ‘big data’ y la gestidén de proyectos
mencionados por la ETP. Se ha llevado a cabo una comparacion de 181 programas educativos
sobre el nivel de maestria en mejoramiento de plantas y campos asociados
(produccion/ciencia de cultivos/plantas, produccion de plantas, genética, biotecnologia
vegetal) en el mundo la cual se puede accede en: http://bit.ly/ 2IKbA5U. La Universidad de
California, Davis y Wageningen UR ofrecen una formacidn profesional de alta calidad en el
mejoramiento de plantas a través de la Academia Europea de Mejoramiento de Plantas y
cursos en linea para profesionales de media carrera que desean especializarse en el
mejoramiento de plantas. Sin embargo, hay una amplia brecha de mano de obra
suficientemente cualificada en el nivel de maestria y doctorado.

Los programas de mejora genética vegetal (MSc y PhD) ofertados nacional e
internacionalmente son:

- Norte América: Cornell, University of Illinois at Urbana Champaign, Ohio State
University, lowa State University, Michigan State University, University of Georgia,
Washington State University, University of Missouri, etc.

- Europa: University of Nottingham, University of Leeds, University of East Anglia,
Aberystwyth University, Université Pierre et Marie Curie, Montpellier SupAgro,
University of Hannover, Szent Istvan University, Universitat of Lleida y Universidad de
Zaragoza, University of Hohenheim, Poznan University of Life Sciences, Universitat
Politecnica de Valéncia

- América latina: University of Sao Paolo-ESALQ, Universidad Autéonoma Agraria
Antonio Narro (UAAAN) (Mexico), UNALM Universidad Nacional Agraria La Molina
(Peru), Universidad Nacional Rosario (Argentina), Universidade Estadual Paulista,
Universidade Federal rural de Pernambuco, Universidade Federal de Goias

- Asia y Oceania, China Agricultural University, Chiba University, University of
Western Australia, Massey University, Kasetsart University, Faisalabad University
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(collaboration with University of California).

La red Nova de universidades nérdicas ofrece regularmente cursos de maestria y doctorado
en temas relacionados con la mejora de plantas de muy alta calidad para crear sinergias
https://www.nmbu.no/en/Students/Nova. Sin embargo, no existe un programa continuo
completo sobre mejoramiento de plantas en el nivel Nova, la prueba es la participacion de
SLU y UH en emPLANT.

El Master Internacional en Ciencias Horticolas integrado por la Universidad de Bolonia,
UNIBO Bologna, TUM Munich, BKU Vienna, COR Budapest, SUPAGRO Montpellier,
AGROCAMPUS Anger, HUB Berlin, FUB Bolzano se centré mas ampliamente en el control y la
optimizacion de sistemas horticolas y produccién sostenible de frutos. Esta iniciativa
proporciond un titulo conjunto en 2013/14 y 2014/15 pero dejé de existir y ahora sélo se
organiza entre la Universidad de Bolonia y FUB Bolzano para asegurar una "organizacion mas
eficiente".

Entre todos los programas enumerados, sélo el Master en la Universidad de lllinois en
Urbana Champaign ofrece el enfoque multidisciplinario de las técnicas tradicionales y
biotecnoldgicas, los vinculos con la gestidn y las nuevas tecnologias (bioinformatica, gestion
de datos, etc.) que se requiere para los futuros graduados de MSC/PhD para obtener una
comprension holistica y estratégica de los proyectos de mejoramiento complejos. El valor
afiadido de emPLANT con respecto a la Universidad de lllinois es la dimensién internacional,
la integracion de los socios participantes y que se trata de un programa de maestria a nivel
europeo. La riqueza de conocimientos y experiencia en los campos de mejoramiento vegetal,
biologia vegetal, tecnologia de semillas, biotecnologia de emPLANT a través de las
universidades participantes es Unica en el mundo.

- Programa innovador con actividades de alto nivel formativo

emPLANT es un Master de dos afios de excelencia en el campo de la mejora de plantas y se
compone de los siguientes elementos:

- Una semana de integracién conjunta de todos los estudiantes.

- El primer afio de estudios en LAS o SLU, donde se estudiardn los aspectos
fundamentales de la mejora genética y la gestién de proyectos.

- Practicas en empresas del sector

- Campus de verano comun, donde todos los estudiantes se uniran en una semana de
integracién practica en el sector de la produccion de semillas.

- El segundo ano de estudios en UH, UPV o EgeU donde se especializaran en alguin
campo de mejora genética vegetal.

- Cursos transversales de derechos de la propiedad intellectual, big data y
bioinformatica.

- El dltimo semestre se dedicard a la Tesis de Master (30 ECTS). La Tesis de Master es
un elemento clave del programa emPLANT, para proporcionar a los estudiantes
conocimientos cientificos aplicados en el ambito de la mejora vegetal y contribuir al
desarrollo de habilidades en la busqueda de bibliografia y documentacién de gestion,
realizacion de presentaciones orales, escritura cientifica.

- La conferencia y ceremonia final.

- Valor anadido del consorcio de Universidades

Como se senald en el comunicado de Bucarest en 2012, los Ministros acordaron centrarse en
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tres objetivos principales para hacer frente al estancamiento econdémico: proporcionar
educacién superior a mas estudiantes, equipar mejor a los estudiantes con habilidades
empleables y aumentar la movilidad estudiantil. El Master Erasmus Mundus en mejora
genética vegetal contribuye al logro de los tres objetivos. Al unir sus fuerzas, el consorcio
emPLANT atraerd a mas estudiantes a la educacidn superior en el campo del mejoramiento
de plantas, el curriculo académico esta disefiado para capacitar a los estudiantes con
habilidades y competencias para el mercado de trabajo y la movilidad de los estudiantes es
obligatoria y no habria sido en caso de que los 5 programas principales siguieran siendo
independientes. La calidad académica de emPLANT vy la etiqueta Erasmus Mundus
contribuirdn a crear un faro europeo en el mejoramiento de plantas a nivel internacional.
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5.1 Explicacion del Plan de Estudios

El plan de estudios del Master Erasmus Mundus en Mejora Genética Vegetal/ European
Master degree in Plant breeding se desarrolla durante dos cursos con una carga total de 120
ECTS.

Durante el primer afio, dos primeros semestres los alumnos eligen entre la Universidad Sueca
(SLU) o Francesa (LAS), mientras que los dos segundos semetres se realizan o bien en

El primer afio de estudios en LAS o SLU (60ECTYS)

El segundo afio de estudios en UH, UPV o EgeU (60 ECTS)

También se imparten dos cursos conjuntos cada afio académico.

Semana de Integracion Conjunta (todos los estudiantes de emPLANT juntos)

MEJORA GENETICA DE LA RESISTENCIA A ESTRESES

Descripcion: En las clases se abordan los métodos y casos relacionados con la mejora
de estreses bioticos: virus, hongos, bacterias, y plagas; y abioticos: salinidad, sequia,
inundaciones, condiciones de baja entrada, bajas o altas temperaturas, etc.

Contenido:

- Modelos de interaccidon huésped-patdgeno. Mecanismos de resistencia. Genética
de resistencia.

- Durabilidad. Estrategias y métodos especificos de mejora. Programas de
mejoramiento segun la fuente de variacion (huésped, patdgeno y otros). Impacto

- Efectos fisioldgicos producidos por diferentes tipos de estrés abidtico.
Resistencia al estrés hidrico. Resistencia Al estrés salino. Resistencia a las bajas
temperaturas.

Descripcion: El caso piloto es un estudio de caso para aplicar las herramientas de
gestion de proyectos y los conocimentos técnicos de mejora a un programa real de
mejora, desde la definicidn del objetivo de mejora hasta la comercializacion del
producto. Esta asignatura es continua en varios cuatrimestres.

Metodologia:

La introduccion del caso piloto se llevard a cabo durante la Semana de integracion
conjunta en la que se formaran los grupos en la especialidad elegida por los estudiantes
para el segundo afio. Durante el primer afio, los estudiantes trabajaran en grupos con sus
tutores y a través de videoconferencia y correo electronico si los miembros del grupo no
estan ubicados en el mismo sitio (las/SLU). Durante el S3, el caso piloto finalizara con
los tutores en la universidad anfitriona y por teléfono/video conferencia/correo
electrénico entre los miembros del grupo.

Se organizaran dos jurados. El primer jurado al final de S1 evaluara el contenido y la
forma del trabajo y, sobre todo, el contenido de gestion de proyectos. Al final de S2 se
evaluard el informe escrito. Al final de S3 un jurado compuesto por los tutores locales,
los coordinadores del primer afio y un experto en proyectos juzgara la defensa del caso
piloto.
